City of Colman Board of Equalization Meeting


March 21, 2016
City of Colman Planning and Zoning Board Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on Monday, March 21, 2016 at Colman City Hall.  Council members present: Russ May, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, David Voelker, and Mike Uhing.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Colman-Egan School Board Member Mary Beth Zwart, Bob Landis, Mike Preheim, Wade Olson, Bernadette Lex, Cynthia Keller, Merle Gulbranson, Dave Johnson, and Deb Johnson.
Special Exception permit application from Cynthia Keller was presented.  Keller wants to have an auctionhouse in the months of June, July, August, September, and October 0f 2016 at Dale Ellen’s property at 411 SE 3rd Street.  Keller plans on holding auctions one day a month from June to October. Concerns from city residents and board members were answered, including upkeep, parking, and noise. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by May to approve the application on a one year trial basis as long as the following happens: no auctions start until at least 10:00 AM, parking restrictions are enforced, and if Keller wishes to continue in 2017 she must reapply.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to adjourn planning and zoning board meeting at 6:36 pm.  Motion carried.

Tract 1 Johnson’s Addition ne ¼ Sec 23-I106N-R50W, Parcel No. 22.50.23.275, 1010 S Allen Avenue, David & Deborah Johnson.  Reason for appealing: substantial increase value for 2016 with a total increase of 51% overall.  Discussion was held.  Board recommends making Johnson’s land value $35,000 and building value $243,709.  
Lots 1-2-3 Block 13 Original Plat, Parcel No. 22.01.13.01, 127 S Florence Avenue, Merle Gulbranson.  Reason for appealing: big increase from prior year.  Discussion was held. Board recommends making Gulbranson’s land value $8,400 and building value $35,073.  

Lot 1 Block 5 Original Plat, Parcel No. 22.01.05.01, 201 N Florence Avenue, Benjamin Elhoff.  Reason for appealing: assessed for more than purchase price and without any upgrades or remodeling done.  Discussion was held.  Board recommends to make Elhoff’s land value $2,800 and building value $85,000.  

Lot 1 EXC W-223' Block 2 Mrs. Alice Fairbanks Addition, Parcel No. 22.06.02.01, 101 N Crummer Avenue, Riley Clark.  Reason for appealing: assessed higher than purchase price.  Discussion was held.  Board recommends to leave Clark’s property as assessed by Moody County Equalization.  

Lot 2 Lee’s Addition, Parcel No. 22.21.01.02, Lee Construction Inc.  Reason for appealing: increase value on lot without structures and with utility lines.  Discussion was held.  Board recommends to leave Lee’s property as assessed by Moody County Equalization.  

No other valuation requests were given.
Chester Mechanical’s invoice for the new Fire Hall furnace was discussed.  City has not heard back from Claim’s Associates.  Fire department has agreed to pay for half of the invoice and has turned in a check with that amount.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to pay Chester Mechanical $6,439.08.  Motion carried.
