City of Colman Council Meeting							April 11, 2016
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on April 11, 2016 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Roger Broghammer, Ben Elhoff, Russ May, Brad Schroeder, and David Voelker.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from Power System Engineering, Jim Clark, Pat Entringer, Bernadette Lex, and Jim McGuire.
The minutes from the March 14th regular meeting, March 21st equalization meeting, and March 22nd special meeting were presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the March minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Chris Graff from Power System Engineering was present to discuss the electrical line burial project.  The city has been awarded a Pre-Disaster Mitigation grant through FEMA for this electrical project.   FEMA will reimburse the city once the project is completed, but FEMA is willing to do a partial reimbursement on materials when purchased if a formal schedule is approved by the city council.  Graff presented a couple schedules to the council.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to start Phase I of the electrical line burial project with material bought in the fall and construction beginning in the spring of 2017.  Motion carried. 
The HWY 34 Watermain Project was discussed.  Russ May and Grant Groos went to Pierre to present this project on behalf of the city.  DENR awarded the city a $700,000 grant and $500,000 30 year SRF loan.  The $1.2 million project is for replacing the watermain on HWY 34 and for shortfalls on the water tower project.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to accept the grant/loan from DENR for the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  Motion carried.
The ballfield concession stand at the field of dreams was discussed.  Pat Entringer was present to discuss taking a year off from running the concession stand at the ballfields.  The city will go out for bids on running the concession stand for the summer of 2016 with the bids being opened at the May 9th city council meeting.  
Financials for March were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Jim McGuire was present to talk to about his lot on the corner of HWY 34 and S Perry.  McGuire had previously said that he would have it grass seeded by June of 2015.  McGuire and Jim Clark said that weather issues caused the final seeding to be delayed.  McGuire has to have it seeded by May 1st, 2016.
Jim Clark was present to discuss water and sewer charges he was getting for empty apartments.  The city’s ordinances consider apartment building to be four services, even though most have only one water meter per building. For these buildings, each apartment is charged the base charge for water and sewer, while usage is charged to Clark. The only way Clark would not be charged the base charges is if the service to the whole building is disconnected.
Bill list was presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
