The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on August 8, 2016 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Mike Uhing, Roger Broghammer, Ben Elhoff , and David Voelker.  Russ May arrived later.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering,
The minutes from the July 12th council meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried. 
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water Tower Project and HWY 34 Watermain Project.  The old water tower is gone.  The light beacon from the top of the old tower was saved.  The new water tower is completely operational.  
Pay Application #11 from Maguire Iron for the Water Tower Project in the amount of $77,788.90 was reviewed. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Pay Application #11 as presented. Motion carried.
Contract with Clark Engineering for engineering services for the HWY 34 Watermain project was reviewed. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to accept the engineering service contract for the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  Motion carried. 
Burwitz discussed the sewer service issue at Dan Doyle’s house at 205 S Crummer being fixed.  The repair cost that was from the city’s end of the service will be reimbursed to the property owner.
Russ May walked in at this time.
Electrical line burial project was discussed.  Getting easements from property owners was discussed.  
Big Sioux Rural Water Agreement was discussed.  The city has gained the three signatures from the three customers in city limits that are still Big Sioux Rural Water customers.  Van Duyn had talked with Martin Jarrett from Big Sioux Rural Water.  It was discussed to make payments of $2500 for seven years to buy out the three accounts.  Big Sioux’s attorney will draw up a contract for Big Sioux board approval.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to accept the agreement with Big Sioux Rural Water for the three services in city limits.  Motion carried.
Financials for July were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by May to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented with an addition of a $600 reimbursment to Wade & Tracey Olson from the electrical fund.  Motion carried.
