City of Colman Council Meeting							February 8, 2016
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 5:30 pm on February 8, 2016 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Uhing, David Voelker, Ben Elhoff, Russ May, and Roger Broghammer.  Brad Schroeder was absent.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, and Maintenance Supervisor, Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: City Attorney Jay Leibel, Chris Graff from Power Systems Engineering, Jim Poppen from SD Emergency Management, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Bruce Cramer for the Colman Volunteer Fire Dept,  John Rennich from H&W Contracting, and a couple representatives from Bowe’s Construction.
Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to go into executive session to discuss legal matters at 5:30 pm.  Motion carried.
Executive Session ended at 5:50 pm.  Remainder of meeting took place at the Colman Community Center.
The minutes from the January 18th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by May to approve the minutes as presented.
Representatives from H&W Contracting and Bowe’s Construction were present to discuss the final pay application of the Water/Sewer Project, Phase II.  The issue is on the final layer of asphalt not being completed by the June 30th, 2015 deadline.
Jim Poppen and Chris Graff were present to discuss the electrical line burying project. The city should be awarded funding on the first pre-disaster mitigation grant application the city submitted by April 2016. Poppen discussed the need of a benefit-cost analysis for the pre-disaster mitigation grant application.  For additional applications, the city will need to use a different benefit-cost analysis as FEMA does not allow duplicate benefit-cost analysis.  Next application is due May 1st, 2016.
Jim Poppen and Dave Burwitz discussed the drainage project.  For the grant application, the city will need a benefit-cost analysis.  Either, residents must present receipts to show flood damage or the city will need to do a drainage facility study of the town.  Poppen discussed that a facility study would probably be the best benefit-cost analysis in this situation.
Dave Burwitz discussed the Water Tower.
Temporary alcohol permit for the Colman Fire Department’s Rocky Mountain Oyster Feed on Saturday, February 20th at the Colman Fire Hall was presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve the permit as presented. Motion carried.
Bruce Cramer from the Colman Volunteer Fire Dept was present to discuss the furnace at the fire hall.  The furnace caught fire a couple of weeks ago.  Thankfully, firefighters were present when it happened.  Chester Mechanical replaced the furnace the following day.  The city will file an insurance claim.
Financials for January were presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
