City of Colman Council Meeting






July 12, 2016

City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 7:15 pm on July 12, 2016 at Sunrise Ridge Golf Course. Council present: Mike Uhing, Ben Elhoff, David Voelker, Roger Broghammer, and Brad Schroeder.  Russ May was absent. Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from Power Systems Engineering, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Jim McGuire, and Jean Lellelid.
A motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Voelker to go into executive session for legal issues at 7:15 pm.  Motion carried.
Regular session resumed at 7:51 pm.
Minutes from the June 14th regular meeting and June 21st special meeting were presented.  Motion was mde by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes with a correction of changing the word “donation” to “barter exchange/trade” in the June 21st minutes.  Motion carried.

Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water Tower Project. The new tower will be up and running shortly, with the tear down of the old tower beginning soon as well.  Saving the old tower’s top to make a gazebo was discussed.  The top weighs approximately 2 tons so the idea is not feasible with liability issues.  Plans on doing a picture memorial were also discussed.

Pay Application #10 from Maguire Iron for the Water Tower Project in the amount of $54,900 was reviewed. Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to approve Pay Application #10 as presented. Motion carried.
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the Electrical Burial Project. Easements are needed to be signed in order to proceed.  A list of needed easements was presented to the council.  Additional work while the electrical contractors are here for the project was also discussed.  

Swimming Pool was discussed. Topics included: Free swimming, swimming pool not having enough lifeguards and being closed a couple days in July, and the closing date in August.
Culverts under driveways were discussed.  If a driveway needs to have a culvert the property owner is responsible to fill out a permit and install the city’s requested size.  

Big Sioux Rural Water Agreement was discussed.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to approve the agreement to buy out the three remaining Big Sioux accounts in city limits pending property owners signing an agreement to have the City of Colman provide water services.  Motion carried. 
Financials for June were presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

The council had agreed to not accept until hearing from the auditor.  The State auditor does not recommend the city doing the barter exchange.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to decline the barter exchange offer from Landis Ag.  Motion carried.
Schroeder recommended to the council to transfer the three city owned lots on main street to the Colman Economic Development Corporation.   Topic was tabled until ways to do the transfer is looked into more.
Jim McGuire will be working with Eng Services to get the dirt work and seeding done at the lot on the corner HWY 34 and S Loban.  

Jean Lellelid talked about her houses being robbed.  Lellelid also complained on firecrackers being lit on her property.
