City of Colman Council Meeting								June 14, 2016
The Colman City Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on June 14, 2016 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: David Voelker, Roger Broghammer, Mike Uhing, Brad Schroeder, and Russ May.  Ben Elhoff was absent.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: City Attorney Jay Leibel, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Alvin Gullickson, Dan Doyle, Emily Voelker, Sarah Voelker, and Greg Van Meveran.
Minutes from the May 9th council meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried. 
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water Tower Project.  Painting on the inside has been done.  Painting of the outside of the tower should be done soon.  The old tower will then start to be torn down.
Payment Request #9 from Maguire Iron for the Water Tower Project in the amount of $72,000 was reviewed.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by May to approve Payment Request #9 as presented.  Motion carried. 
Dan Doyle was present to discuss a bend in his sewer line done during phase 1 of the sewer replacement project.  Doyle has been experiencing sewer backup and brought a video to the council to show the problem.  Dave Burwitz will look into it.
Alvin Gullickson was present to discuss a culvert he wants to install at his shed at 203 N Crummer.  Gullickson wants to add a 15 inch culvert, as he believes that will do the job of moving the water. The culvert however would connect to an existing 18 inch culvert.  City recommends Gullickson to put in an 18 inch culvert instead as the engineer suggests an existing culvert should be extended at the existing size.
Emily Voelker from the Looney Days Committee was present to discuss the 2016 Looney Days celebration.  The Rescue Church might stop providing the carnival games in a couple of years.  Emily Voelker will provide the city will a expense breakdown.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to donate $1500 to the Looney Day Committee.  Motion carried,
Burwitz discussed a pool liner for the swimming pool.  A grant was discussed that could potentially cover up to $50,000 of the project cost.  
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to go into executive session at 6:32 pm to discuss legal matters.  Motion carried.
Regular session resumed at 7:08 pm.
A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to accept $15,000 liquidated damages from H&W Contracting from Phase II of the Water Sewer Replacement Project.  Motion carried.
Change Order #3 and Final from H&W Contracting for Phase II of the Water Sewer Project was reviewed.  Change order would add final cost of $31,101.25 to bring the total project cost to $2,506,981.22.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the Change Order #3 as presented.  Motion carried.
Pay Application #6 and Final from H&W Contracting for Phase 2 of the Water Sewer Replacement Project in the amount of $83,171.60 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded  by Broghammer to approve Pay Application #6 as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #339-16, a resolution giving approval to certain drinking water facilities improvements; giving approval to the issuance and sale of a revenue bond to finance, directly or indirectly, the improvements to the facilities; approving the form of the loan agreement and the revenue bond and pledging project revenues and collateral to secure the payment of the revenue bond; and creating special funds and accounts for the administration of funds for operation of the system and retirement of the revenue bond and providing for a segregated special charger or surcharge for the payment of the bonds, was reviewed.  Motion made by May and seconded by Voelker to approve the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
Big Sioux Water Agreement was discussed.  Motion was made by May and seconded Schroeder to authorized City Attorney Jay Leibel to pursue negotiations with Big Sioux Rural Water on buying out three water accounts in city limits.   Motion carried.
Drainage issues was discussed regarding on responsibility on cleaning culverts.  Issue will be put on the agenda for the July council meeting.
Financials for May were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried. 
Bills were presented.  A motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills, with forwarding bill to resident for cat rabies testing.  Motion carried.
