The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on November 9th, 2015 at Colman Community Center.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, Russ May, Mike Uhing, and Dave Voelker.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Chris Graff from Power Systems Engineering, Ted Haeder from First District, City Attorney Jay Leibel, Jim McGuire, Mike Gengler, Jill Costine and Carleen Wilde from Moody County Enterprise
Minutes from the October 14th meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Public Hearing on Drainage, Burial of Electrical Lines, and Storm Shelter Projects was held.  The burying of electrical lines project has already been submitted for a grant program through FEMA.  The application passed through the first round by the state and is going to the national board for review.   The project start date would depend if and when the city is awarded the grant.  The project that has been submitted includes burying electrical lines starting on S Crummer going east on SE 1st street to S Main, North on Main Avenue, and west on NE 1st street.  The drainage project grant application is due in May 1st 2016.    The two main drainage issues that would be addressed are on Crummer Avenue and Perry Avenue.  A drainage study would need to be done prior to application.  The study would cost approximately $30,000.   The storm shelter project will be a storm shelter going in the area of the city park to house those that need to take cover in case of natural disasters.  
Water Tower project was discussed.  The water tower has started to be erected ahead of schedule.  The new tower should be completed erected by the end of the month.  Painting will be done as soon as the weather cooperates.
Payment Request #5 from Maguire Iron for the Water Tower Project in the amount of $34,227 was reviewed.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Payment Request #6 as presented.  Motion carried.
Phase II of the Water/Sewer Project has been completed
Change Order # 3 from H&W Contracting for Phase II of the Water/Sewer Project was reviewed.  Pay Application #6 from H&W Contracting was Phase II project was also reviewed.  This change order and Pay Application was not approved at this time with the penalties for not having the project done by the deadline are agreed upon all parties involved.  
Financials for October were presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve the October financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bill List was presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills, with the addition of Steve Hemmer’s culver bill and Benjamin Elliot’s check contingent upon approval on the 2014 audit from the state.  Motion carried.
