The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on September 14, 2015 at Colman City Hall.  Council present:  David Voelker, Brad Schroeder, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, Mike Uhing.  Russ May was absent.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Bernadette Lex, Cathy Smallfield, and Jim Thompson from T & R Service.
The minutes from the August 10, 2015 meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the minutes with the following changes: the current farm lease is with Marvin Voelker, not Duane Voelker and added the SRF bond payment to the bill list.  Motion carried.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss various projects.  The new water tower base is completed with piping to be done in September.  The new tower will be going up in the spring of 2016.
Payment Request #4 from Maguire Iron for the Phase 3 Water Tower Project in the amount of $127,305 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve Payment Request #4 contingent on DENR approval.  Motion carried.
Burwitz discussed the dirt, gravel, and seeding for Phase II of the Water/Sewer Project.  
Payment Request #5 from H&W Contracting for the Phase 2 Water/Sewer Project in the amount of $77,776.53 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve Payment Request #5 contingent on DENR and contractor approval.  Motion carried.
Burwitz discussed the water leak on HWY 34 and Main.  The new pipes are laid in and the taps should be done by the end of the week.
The drainage issues were discussed.  The ditches on Crummer Avenue and N 1st street were discussed. 
The HWY 34 Watermain Project was discussed.   The grant application with DENR is due January 1st. 
The drainage project was discussed.  A study will be done on the drainage project.  Grant application is due May 1st.
Jim Thompson was present to discuss the T& R Service loan with Sunrise Ridge Golf Course.  Jim is offering to continue the loan another 5 years at a 2% interest rate.  The current balloon payment is $26,602.08.  The new payment will be $244.76 a month.
Financials for August were presented. A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.  
Bills were presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Farm Lease Agreement was discussed.  Marvin Voelker’s current agreement is due March 1st, 2016.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to go out for farm lease bids on a three year lease and to open and accept bids at the October 14th council meeting.  Motion carried. 
City’s phone service was discussed.  Talk included switching to from CenturyLink to Magic Jack.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to get a MagicJak phone for the community center on a trial basis.  Motion carried.
