City of Colman Council Meeting






July 15, 2014
The Colman Community Picnic was held on Tuesday, July 15th at 5:30 pm at the City Park prior to the July Regular City Council Meeting.  There were 40 households that registered and were present to the drawings.  The following households will receive $25 off their utility bill: Carol Arneson – 202 S Main Ave. and Todd Keupp – 205 N Florence Ave.  The following households received a $25 gift certificate for Sunrise Ridge Golf Course and Clubhouse: Scott Shafer, Justin Fiegen, Dan Bowen, Steven Oechsle, Lisa Paulson, Les Hildebrandt, Bill Hawkins, and Mary Beth Zwart.
The City of Colman regular council meeting was held on Tuesday, July 15th, at 7:14 pm at the Colman City Park.  Council present: David Voelker, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, Russ May, and Mike Uhing.  Also present: Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, and Pool Manager Deidra Thompson.  The following were present for all or some of the meeting:  City Attorney Jay Leibel, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Mike Gengler, Bruce Cramer, Mike Christiansen, Bernadette Lex, Wade Olson, Tracy Olson, and Jim McGuire.
A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to go into executive session at 7:15 pm.  Motion carried.
Regular session resumed at 7:28 pm.  No action was taken at this time.
The minutes from the June 9th regular council meeting was presented.  Motion by Elhoff and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
The new Fire Department shed was discussed.  Bruce Cramer and Mike Gengler from the Colman Volunteer Fire Department were present to discuss the shed.  The shed would go behind the fire hall and would be mostly used for storage.  With a total estimate of $19,920, it’s less than the $50,000 limit to go out for bids.  The city will assist with this project up to $20,000.
Dave Burtwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water/Sewer Replacement Project.  Phase II is off and running.  Phase I is completed.  The grass seeding is completed, residents are responsible for watering or reseeding if needed.
Change Order #3 of the Water/Sewer Replacement Project – Phase I was presented to the council.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to approve Change Order #3 ($1,800,108 total for Phase I) contingent on DENR approval.  Motion carried.

Payment Request #6 and Final from Carstensen Contracting, Inc. for the Water/Sewer Replacement Project – Phase I in the amount of $465,985.68 was reviewed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to approve Payment Request #6 as presented contingent on DENR approval and that the contractor address the inlets on S Perry and S 2nd Street.  Motion carried.
N 1st and N Perry was discussed for putting culverts in because of draining issues.  The city will put in culverts while contractors are there for Phase II.
Landis Ag extending culverts on their property along HWY 34 was discussed.  Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering discussed the need to have the final elevation of the new culverts will need to be lower than the houses south of the property to prevent future flooding issues.  Council recommended Landis submit a permit showing the final elevation.
The low water pressure issue at 212 S Florence was discussed.  Chris Shoenrock from Chester Mechanical looked at the problem and concluded that it was not from the city’s side of the meter.  The water issue is up to the landowner’s discretion and not the city’s responsibility.
A county street sign program was discussed.  The city has opted in to put up new street signs.   The project could be three years out, but the city would get all new signs.
Financial report for June was discussed.  Motion by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financial report as presented.  Motion carried.
The bill list was presented.  Motion by Broghammer and seconded by Elhoff to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the permit as presented with a charge of $110.  May, Broghammer, Uhing, and Voelker voted “yay”, Schroeder and Elhoff voted “nay”.  Motion carried.
The community center was discussed.  The rentals of all rooms in the community center need to go through city office.

Government equipment rental program was discussed.  The city would receive a tractor up to 6 months, 250 hours with the city being liable for insuring the tractor.
