City of Colman Council Regular Meeting


March 11, 2013

City of Colman council regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm Monday, March 11, 2013 at Colman City Hall.  Council members present: Russ May, Dan Doyle, Bill Thompson, Bob Rolfson, Scott Shafer, and Jeff Fritz.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, and Maintenance Supervisor, Grant Groos.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Ted Haeder from First District, Dave Burtwitz from Clark Engineering, Bev Jenner, and Mike Uhing.

The minutes from the February 11th meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Rolfson to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

The bidding process for Phase I of the water and sewer project was discussed.  Dave Burtwitz with Clark Engineering leads the discussion.  Dave says that a special meeting will be made to set a bidding date, the bids should be read in April, and construction can start in May.  Letters will be sent to residents to warn them of when the project will start so they can be prepared and door hangers will also be sent out for reminders about the project.

Phase II & III on the water and sewer project was discussed.  The applications have been turned in, but there is concern on what to do with the water tower if it is a historic structure.  Replacement of the water tower is currently off the plans for now.

Pre-disaster mitigation planning was started.  Ted Haeder from First District led the discussion.  What type of pre-disaster projects the city would like to do was discussed.  Such topics discussed were: water drainage, a storm shelter, generators, burying electrical lines, etc.

The community was allowed to comment.

The 2012 Annual Report was presented.  A motion was made by Fritz and seconded by Thompson to accept the 2012 Annual Report as written by Lamfars & Maas.  Motion carried.

The financial report for February was presented.  A motion was made by Shafer and seconded by May to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Employee reports.  Topics discussed:

· It was brought up that if a property is found to have more than one sewer service line from their property going to the main line they could have additional charges added to their monthly bill.

· Clean up day was discussed to have bins in the back of city hall to have residents bring only metal and tires to throw away.  The third week of April was set as the tentative time this would happen and letters will be sent out to residents with information.

· Installing a chair lift at the city swimming pool to met ADA regulations

· Cory Haugen will be the summertime maintenance help @ $8.50 per hour

· Purchasing a Bobcat mower for the city.  A motion is made by Shafer and seconded by May to purchase the Bobcat mower with financing 0% interest for four years.  Motion carried.

· PSE doing Phase II & III of the facility study for the electrical department.  A motion is made by May and seconded by Thompson to go through with Phase II & III of the electrical facility study.  Motion carried.

· Purchasing a blade for the pay loader at SD surplus in Huron.

· The Heartland annual meeting in April

· Attending the district annual meeting in March or April

· Installing Wi-Fi at the city campground

· Nicholas Neville and Dalton Hannasch joining the Colman Volunteer Fire Department.

· No electrical pulls

The bill list for March was presented.  Motion made by Shafer and seconded by Doyle to approve the bill list with the additional payments to IRS, Fastenal, and CenturyLink.  Motion carried.

Topics included: the tournament schedule for the golf course, irrigating a couple holes on the course, possible changes in membership rates, the clubhouse will hopefully be opened by April 1st, waiting on bids regarding the furnace and the air conditioner at the clubhouse, a new description regarding the clubhouse manager position, GroupOn surveys, and promotional aspects for this year.

There will be no municipal election this year.  No certificates of nomination were filed for the following position and the incumbent will hold over for the new term:  Rob Rolfson – Ward III.  The following individuals have filed certificates of nomination in the office of the Finance Officer for the positions to be filled: Mike Uhing – Ward I and Jeff Fritz for Ward II.  Because each of the candidates is unopposed, certificates of election will be issued in the same manner as to successful candidates after election.

A motion was made by Fritz and seconded by Rolfson to go into executive session for legal reasons and employee reasons at 8:27 pm.  Motion carried.
