City of Colman Council Regular Meeting


     November 12, 2013
City of Colman regular council meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on Tuesday, November 12th, 2013 at Colman City Hall.  Council members present: Bill Thompson, David Voelker, Russ May, Mike Uhing, Ben Elhoff, and Dan Doyle  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid and Golf Superintendent Mike Solum.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering, Cathy Smallfield, Brad Schroeder, Mike Christiansen, & Billy Stitz.
The minutes from the October 14th informational meeting and the October 17th regular meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to approve the October 14th and October 17th minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering discussed the Water/Sewer Project.  The sanitary sewer portion of the project is completed.  Water lines are currently being worked on.  Clean up will be completed once the water lines are installed.  Surveying for Phase II of the water/sewer project is almost complete.

Change Order #1 was brought before the council to have the asphalt, concrete, and seeding completed spring/summer of 2014.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to accept Change Order #1 to have the Phase I Water/Sewer Project completion date changed to June 30th, 2014 in regards to the asphalt, concrete, and seeding.  Motion carried.

Payment Request #3 from Cartensen Contracting, Inc. for Phase I of the Water/Sewer Replacement Project in the amount of $390,240.08 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Thompson to approve Payment Request #3 as presented.  Motion carried.
A new business, Stallion Motors, was discussed.  A conditional use permit was not received in regards to conducting a business on residential zoned property.  
Billy Stitz, representing the Colman A’s, discussed the upgrades to the Field of Dreams, including the pricing of the new scoreboard.

The financial report for October was presented.  A motion was made by Voelker and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
The bill list for November was presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve the bills as presented with the easement payments in sewer fund for Phase I of the Water/Sewer Project.  Motion carried.
