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The City of Colman Council Special Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 5:30 pm at the Colman Community Center.  Council present:  Russ May, David Voelker, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, and Mike Uhing Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: From the Colman Economic Development Corporation: Bob Landis, Shawn Lebert, Brent Nelson, Todd Keupp, and Terry Thompson.  Also, Dave Anderson from the SD Governor’s Office of Economic Development, Casey Crabtree from Heartland, and Greg Van Meveran.
ACH Authorization was discussed.  The following vendors have been found to be payable electrically: AT&T, Big Sioux Rural Water System, East River Electric, Heartland Consumer Power District, Sheffield Financial, Vast Broadband, and Western Area Power Administration.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the vendors to be paid by ACH/EFTs.  Motion carried.
A sprayer that Landis Ag wants to trade to the golf course in exchange for three years’ worth of golf memberships (2 family memberships, 1 couple’s membership) and 3 three years’ worth of pool passes was discussed.  Bob Landis described the sprayer to the council.   The accounting for such a transaction was discussed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Elhoff to accept the donation from Landis Ag for the sprayer pending accountant’s approval and the sprayer to be used only for the golf course and city ball diamonds.  Motion carried.
Resolution #340-16, LCWF Grant Application was reviewed.  The resolution would allow Ted Haeder from First District to apply for a land conservation grant for a liner at the city pool on behalf of the city.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve Resolution #340-16 as presented.  Motion carried.
Meeting is turned over to the Colman Economic Development Corporation.
Casey Crabtree from Heartland and David Anderson from the Governor’s Office discussed how to get interest in the industrial lots in the new development by using the Certified Ready Site program.  This will promote the city nationally. Currently most certified ready sites in South Dakota are light industrial.  The city must do soil borings, an environmental assignment and an archeological assessment.  The sites must be ready to be built on.  Crabtree mentioned that Heartland has grants to help cover some of the costs.  
Drainage and grading work on Pioneer Avenue was discussed.  Jim Clark Construction had placed a bid of $10,000.  Crabtree mentioned that grants can come from Heartland with a maximum of $5000.  
There is interest in somebody wanting to buy Lot 34 in the new development.  Currently there are no utilities for Lot 34.  Talks on extending services and creating Lot 35 was also discussed.  There will be talk with the city engineer to figure out the costs.
City lots on Main Street were discussed.  Options include putting the lots up for auction, sealed bids, or donating the land to the CEDC to help promote and advertise.
Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Elhoff to adjourn at 6:58 pm.  Motion carried.
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
