February 10, 2014
City of Colman Zoning Board Public Hearing was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on February 10th, 2014.  Council members present: Ben Elhoff, Bill Thompson, Mike Uhing, Russ May, and Dan Doyle.  David Voelker was absent.  Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum were also present.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: City Attorney Jay Leibel, Don Hansen from Daktronics, and Brad Schroeder.
A proposed amendment to the zoning ordinance to add vehicle sales lot office to the special exceptions for residential zoned lots was discussed. Motion was made by Elhoff and seconded by Thompson to recommend to city council the revision of the ordinance.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to adjourn the public hearing at 6:04 pm.  Motion carried.
Council meeting called to order at 6:04 pm.
The January 13th minutes were presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Thompson to amend the minutes to include the percentage of raises given to the city salaried employees.  Motion carried.  

Motion was made by May and seconded by Thompson to amend minutes to say Ben Elhoff is in Ward III not Ward II.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented with the above amendments.  Motion carried.
Councilmember Dan Doyle arrived at this time.

Don Hansen from Daktronics was present to discuss the potential LED sign to be put in the city.  The city and the school are working on possibly paying for the sign 50/50.  The school will have to make a decision by the March meeting.  Tentatively, the sign will go west of the tennis courts, south of HWY 34.  
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was not present, but plans are still on schedule to go out for bids on March 1st for Phase II for the Water/Sewer Project. 

Resolution #327-14, a resolution amending section 1 of the Sewer Rate & Charges of Ordinance 313-13, was presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by May to approve the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #328-14, a resolution amending section 1 of the Water User Rates & Charges of Resolution 313-12, was presented.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Uhing to approve the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #319-14, an ordinance amending section 12.1704 of the Title 12 Zoning by adding an additional special exception to add a vehicle sales lot office, had its first reading.  This was proposed by the zoning board.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Elhoff to approve the zoning board’s recommendation.  May, Elhoff, Uhing, and Thompson voted “yea” with Doyle abstaining as he was not present for the planning and zoning discussion. Motion carried.

Financials for January were presented. A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Doyle to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
The bill list was presented.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by May to approve the bill list as presented.  Motion carried.
