The City of Colman End of the Year Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on December 29, 2014 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, David Voelker, Brad Schroeder, Roger Broghammer, and Russ May.  Also present: Finance Officer Mike Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering and Bernadette Lex.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water/Sewer Replacement Project and the Water Tower Project.  The HWY 34 water main replacement will be put on hold due to limited funds, while the Water Tower will go on as scheduled.  Ted Haeder from First District will look into possible funding for that part of the project.  Phase II of the project (remaining asphalt lift, shaping of ditches, and seeding) will be done this spring.  
Payment Request #5 from H&W Contracting for Water/Sewer Replacement Project – Phase II in the amount of $161,741.36 was reviewed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve Payment Request #5 as presented contingent on DENR approval.  Motion carried.
End of the year bill list was presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Getting cable/internet/phone service in the new development was discussed.  The city will work on finding the contracts with the providers in order to get service to the new development.
Congratulations to Grant Groos for being awarded operation supervisor of the year from South Dakota Rural Water.
A motion to was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to go into executive session to discuss employee matters at 6:37 pm.  Motion carried.
