City of Colman Council Meeting							April 10, 2017
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order on April 10, 2017 at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Brad Schroeder, Roger Broghammer, David Voelker, Mike Uhing, and Russ May.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: City Attorney Jay Leibel, Chris Graff from PSE, Moody County Sherrif Troy Wellman, Moody County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch, Bernadette Lex, Troy Smallfield, Josh Stoltenberg, Cody Bowman, Jessica Bowman and Chad Koopsma.
Minutes from the March 13th regular meeting and the March 20th equalization meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Elhoff and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.
No ballfield concession stand bids were received.  City will ask Pat Entringer if she would like to continue doing concessions.
Electrical Line Burial Project was discussed.  Chris Graff said cable will be in the ground this week.  New underground will be done in the next couple of weeks.  The one setback is Mediacom taking their cable TV off the lines, so the poles may not come down for a while.  Doing additional lines was discussed.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to do the COL-5 and COL-13 lines as presented by Chris Graff.  Motion carried. 
Applying for additional funding from FEMA for more electrical line burials was discussed.  The City of Colman and Sioux Valley Energy need to draft an agreement where the city will own the electric utilities up to the switch and Sioux Valley would own past that.  CenturyLink wanting to set up a hub near the Field of Dreams balldiamonds was also discussed.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed. The shooting range is temporarily shut down after misuse of the range until the city decides on what to do with it. Residents were present to discuss the shooting range.  There are state funds available to help with the shooting range, but the deadline has passed for 2017.  Talk of a fence and exclusive memberships was discussed.  Rules for the range were discussed.   Lead cleanup was also discussed.  Community cleanup has been discussed.  
Speed Limit of County roads in city limits.  The city decides to keep the road going out to the ballfields at 35 mph per recommendation.
Josh Stoltenberg was present to discuss doing part-time police work for the city.  Stoltenberg used to do Highway patrol and is willing to volunteer time to do a couple of nights a week or weekends.
Chickens on residential properties were discussed.  Council considers chickens as pets as long as the chickens are caged and not free ranged.
HWY 34 Watermain Project is going to be started this month.  Line work at T&R was discussed and T&R wants the city to bore, as to not tear up trees and their parking lot.  
Financials for March were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried. 
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by May to approve the bills with a change to the golf course sales tax payment and holding onto the One Office Solution check until the new cash register for the clubhouse is received.  Motion carried.

Garbage Contract with Eng Services was discussed.  The council elects to take the third year option with Eng Services for 2017-18.  
Budget billing was discussed.  There are issues with people understanding how the budget system works with the final month of the period being a “catch up” month for those that owe more than they paid for during the year.

· The city being awarded a grant for $10,000 from the Minnesota Twins for improvements to the pool ball diamond.
· Garbage Cleanup Day was discussed.  The city usually does the citywide cleanup on even numbered years, and does smaller cleanups (metal only) on odd years.  Residents abused the odd year cleanups by dropping off trash including furniture, paint cans, sticks, etc.  So, the city decided to stop the odd-year mini clean up and will focus on the even year citywide cleanups.  Next citywide cleanup with be in the spring of 2018.  Residents can dispose of appliances, furniture, or large items by contacting Eng Services.
