A petition was turned into city hall on a referendum of Resolution #372-20, Opt Out.  The city council discussed the best time to hold the election.  The election must take place before October 1st.  It was also discussed in order to make sure what the city should be budgeting for next year, that the election takes place prior to 2021 budget discussion.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to hold the referendum election of Resolution #372-20, on Tuesday, August 4th, 2020.  Motion carried.
COVID-19 was discussed. The following topics were discussed:
· The City of Colman will be halting utility shut offs to those accounts that are at least attempting to make payments to the city or can make payment arrangements with the city office.  All late accounts will be reviewed on a case by case basis.  If residents are having issues paying utility bills during this time of the COVID-19 pandemic, they need to contact Colman City Hall to discuss options.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to review late accounts on a case by case basis and to allow those late accounts to make payment plans with the city office.  Motion carried.
· The ball diamonds were discussed.  The city is waiting to hear from the summer ball leagues on if they have shortened seasons or if they are cancelling them.  The ball diamonds will remain closed for now.
· The swimming pool was discussed. It takes at least three weeks for the city to prepare the pool for the season.  No preparation work will be done until the city makes a decision if the pool will open for the 2020 season.  The baby pool will still be worked on and fixed.  A decision on the pool season will be made at the May council meeting.
· The city park and campground were discussed.  The bathhouse/restrooms will remain closed.  The playground, tennis court and basketball court will be taped off and closed.  The campground will remain open to campers.  As the COVID-19 situation changes, the park can be hopefully reopened at a later point this summer.
· The golf course was discussed.  The golf course will remain open, but the clubhouse itself will be limited per CDC guidelines.  A walk in window will be installed for those paying to play, receiving food and drinks and those that want to use the campground.  All benches and ball washers have been removed.  Groups will be limited and carts will be thoroughly cleaned after use.  Please contact Sunrise Ridge Golf Course for more information.
· Clean Up Day was discussed.  Clean Up Day was originally going to be scheduled for the end of April.  However, for the safety of city employees, the garbage collectors and the public, it was decided to postpone Clean Up Day.  Clean Up Day will take place sometime this summer and decision on when that will be will come at a later time.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss projects with the city council.
· Hillcrest Industrial Park Project was discussed.  Reed Olson of Premier Contracting, LLC contacted Clark Engineering regarding the remaining work to be completed on the project. They discussed the general timeline for construction with the current completion of Date of August 1, 2020.  The frost is starting to leave the ground, but the site conditions are wet. It was suggested to wait and see how the weather will impact the project during the month of April. The sight conditions will be re-evaluated at the end of the month.
· Inflow/Infiltration Study was discussed.  Waterman has been working on a map of the areas proposed to be cleaned and televised this summer as part of the on-going evaluation of the sanitary sewer system. It has been identified that approximately 15,000 feet of sewer mains should be televised this summer. This year’s focus is the north-western portion of the system, the portion south of Hwy 34 and the Sunrise Ridge Addition. The city intends to hire a contractor to clean and televise the areas indicated on the attached map.  Clark prepared and sent the quarterly report to SD DENR.
· Standard for driveway access and curb and gutter were discussed.  Discussion on if the city will have standard or rollover curbs in the industrial park were discussed.  There are pros and cons for each.  Snow removal issues were discussed.  Grass boulevards were discussed.  Cutting out driveways in both the industrial and residential developments were discussed.
· Waterman sent the Colman Economic Development Corporation documents to help promote the Hillcrest Industrial Park.  The hope is to do a drone flyover at some point this year.
· Clark Engineering updated the city’s sewer and water maps.
The 2019 Annual Report will be available at the May council meeting.
Nuisance Properties were discussed.
· 209 SE 1st street was discussed.  The owner had contact the city office telling them they were working on cleaning up.  Some stuff had been cleaned up.  However, over the weekend, there were some minors on the property breaking windows and starting a bon fire.  The council discussed that the trailer is probably not a livable environment with some the property being broken and the utilities have been off since last summer.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Broghammer to continue the process of condemning the property at 209 SE 1st Street.  Motion carried.
· 221 S Main Avenue was discussed.  The owner contact the city office after they received their letter wanting clarification on what exactly the city wants them to do at the property.  Broghammer and Smallfield will talk to the property owner since it is in their ward.  
· 125 N Crummer Ave was discussed.  Council decided that not much had been done at cleaning up the property.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Smallfield to declare the property a public nuisance.  The city will send a letter giving the property owners 30 days to have the property cleaned up.
There were no community comments.

· Residents need to be only flushing toilet paper or flushable wipes down the toilet.  Any items that are not designed to be flushed can impact their plumbing and also cause issues with the city’s sewer system.
