City of Colman Council Meeting						April 8, 2019
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on April 8th, 2019 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, Mike Uhing, Troy Smallfield, Mike Preheim, and Mitch Clark.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: City Attorney Jay Leibel, Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering, and Greg Van Meveran.  
The minutes from the March 11th regular meeting and March 18th equalization meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Smallfield to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to go into executive session at 6:02 pm to discuss legal matters.  Motion carried.
Regular session resumed at 6:48 pm.  No action taken at this time.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project, the Drainage Study, and Colman’s DENR Permit.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Five bids were received and opened on March 28th, 2019 at 11:00 am.  The base bids were as follows:
· Premier Contracting – $766,340.75
· R & G Contracting – $793,250.70
· Black Top Paving – $805,118.76
· Prunty Construction – $839,874.75
· Asphalt Contracting – $898,128.12
· The project budget was reviewed and determined that in order to have near 5% open budget due to testing costs and potential change orders, it was determined only the base bids would be accepted.
· SD DENR has approved the project.
· Clark Engineering would be on an hourly contract for the project
Colman’s DENR Permit
· The City of Colman recently received a new Surface Water Discharge Permit from the SD DENR.  The permit is good for five years effective April 1, 2019 and expires on March 2024.
· The existing Wastewater Treatment Facility has struggled to meet previous discharge requirements resulting in multiple discharges per year and effluent limit violations. The city is doing all it can to meet the requirements of the permit; however, due to the frequent discharges and violations the SD DENR has established a timeline for investigating and correcting the deficiencies effecting the facility. The timeline is as follows:
· Hire a professional engineer licensed in the state of South Dakota by October 1, 2019.
· Submit quarterly progress report to SDDENR beginning January 1, 2020.
· Complete and submit an inflow/infiltration study to SDDENR by January 1, 2021.
· Submit a facility plan to SDDENR by July 1, 2021.
· Start construction if needed by July 1, 2022.
· Complete construction if needed by March 31, 2024. 
Drainage Study
· Clark Engineering has begun working on the project but had to suspend field work do to the heavy snow. Clark will continue on the background and preliminary hydraulic analysis; and plan to observe the spring thaw and map the water through town.
· Upon suitable conditions Clark will resume evaluation of the drainage basin and perform any related surveying work to assist with defining the drainage basins limits. 
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to award the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project Phase I to Premier Contracting for the base bid of $766,340.75.  Motion carried.
Resolution #359-19, Authorization of Sales Tax Revenue Bond Series 2019, was presented. The resolution would refund the previous Sales Tax Revenue Bond, Series 2009 and fund new money for the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Resolution #359-19 as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #358-19, Urging Legislature on Municipal Electric Utilties to Annex Service Territories, was presented after being previously tabled at the February 11th meeting.  Mike Uhing excused himself at this time due to possible conflict of interest.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Broghammer to bring Resolution #358-19 to the floor.  Yay – None Nay – Broghammer, Smallfield, Clark, Preheim, and Schroeder.  Resolution does not pass.
Senate Bill 66 was proposed at the state legislature to have rural electric companies be able to retain their customers should a municipality annex the land into the city.  The city will talk with Heartland Consumers Power District to let them know that the city will remain neutral in the matter due to the city’s working relationship with Sioux Valley Energy.  The council authorized the mayor to draft a letter to send to Heartland and Sioux Valley Energy.  
Mike Uhing returned at this time.
Code enforcement and abandoned vehicles were discussed.  As long as the Moody County Sheriff’s office received the ordinances the council wants enforced, they will help enforce those ordinances.  The city will send certified letters to owners of the unlicensed/inoperable vehicles.  If the matter isn’t addressed by the owner in a timely matter, the city will have the vehicles towed at the owner’s expense. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to have Steve’s Tire & Service perform the towing of vehicles when needed.  Motion carried.
The March financials were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
The bills were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Smallfield to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Ballfield concession stand was discussed.  Pat Entringer has said she will return to help run the concessions stand.
LED sign was discussed.  It was determined to have the school and churches be able to advertise their events for free.  Businesses and individuals would still be charged to use the sign.  Limited space on the sign was also discussed.
Dogs and cats were discussed.  Complaints have been coming to the council about dogs and cats roaming free.  Duane Walburg, the dog catcher, will be retiring from Brookings Animal Control and will have more time to come in a patrol the city.  Walburg currently comes in a couple of times a month, but is willing to come a time or two more if the council would request it.
