City of Colman Council Meeting						August 12, 2019
City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Troy Smallfield, Mitch Clark, Mike Uhing, Mike Preheim and Roger Broghammer.  City employees present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Director Grant Groos, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum and Pool Manager Burgin Groos.  The following were present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from PSE, Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering, Dave Miller from the SD Municipal League, Arden Peterson & Jordon Kitts from SD Game Fish and Parks, Bernie Lex, Chad Williams, Karissa Williams, Mary Kriech, Merle Kriech and Taylor Kreich.
The minutes from the July 8th council meeting were presented.  A change was made to note that the meeting took place on July 8th not June 8th.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes with the correction.  Motion carried.
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the electrical line burial project.  Work is currently being done on burying the lines between S Perry and S Loban.  Future projects were discussed, including possible grants.  Graff has been working with Greg Maag from First District on a grant application that is due in March.  If approved, the city would be notified in the fall of 2020, with construction to possibly start in 2021.  Recording utility easements was discussed.  Graff encourages the city to record utility easements on lots the city owns to help with future projects.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Dave Miller from the SD Municipal League was present to talk about SDML Code Enforcement Program.  Dave had an agreement ready for the city should they want to be in the program.  Miller would come in and enforce city codes.  He would send out letters to violators.  Miller suggested if the city does make this agreement, that they send out a notice to residents that a code enforcement officer has been hired by the city to keep the public informed.  The cost is a $1500 annual retainer to SDML.  The hourly rates for work performed would be $75/hr.  If the work performed is in excess of the $1500, then the city would pay invoices submitted by SDML after the receipt of the invoice.  If the city doesn’t use up the $1500 retainer, SDML would either refund the difference or carry it over to the following year.  Council will discuss further at the next council meeting.
Ordinance #363-19, Golf Cart Ordinance was read for the first time.  After discussions about the golf cart ordinances at the previous council meeting, the golf cart ordinance passed back in 2010 was found and sent to the council.  Councilperson Schroeder wanted to make changes to the ordinance, including changes to whose allowed to drive a golf cart, where they can drive and seating.  Schroeder also suggested having the ability to revoke a golf cart permit for violations.  Council suggested after a period of time, most likely a year, the applicant can reapply for a permit.  Residents were present to give their comments regarding the ordinance.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the various projects in the city.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1
· Clark Engineering conducted a preconstruction meeting with Premier Contracting on Wednesday August 7th.  Construction began August 8th.  Foerester Testing came to review the soil moisture conditions for backfilling and compaction of the soil in the trench.  The soil has high moisture content and is visibly wet at a depth of 12 to 18 inches.  The soil will be monitored to determine how it can be stabilized for building a road on the top of the trenches.  There is consideration for installing the utilities this fall and waiting for pavement next spring/summer.  Clark recommends any decisions on this matter need to be discussed with the Colman Economic Development Board.
· Clark Engineering has been working on lot layouts for a potential sale.  The lot in question would require Summit Avenue to be extended approximately 67 feet.  Clark estimates the cost for the extension would be $19,000, which would be covered in the contingency fund available and can be covered in the budget for the project.  Waterman recommends the council to give the Mayor authorization to sign a potential change order for the extension.  The change order should also include a contract extension due to the road and utility extension.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to give authorization the mayor to sign a change order once it’s prepared if the lot is to be sold.  Motion carried.  
· Premier Contracting had submitted a letter requesting the city to consider a project extension in the amount of 45 days.  Planned completion date is September 6th and the revised date would be October 21st.  Construction was to start of August 19th, but the contractor moved onto the project two weeks earlier than anticipated.  Since this is the last council meeting prior to the scheduled completion date, Waterman recommended the council extend the completion date.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to extend the contract for the project from September 6th, 2019 to September 22nd, 2019.  Motion carried.
Drainage Study
· Clark Engineering is having difficulty with completing the computer monitoring work on a timely schedule.  The intended submittal date is September 9th, 2019.  Waterman spoke with Andy Bruels at SD DENR and he indicated there are no impacts to the study review if the due date is extended.    However, DENR would prefer the study be submitted prior to the end of 2019 to complete the grant reimbursement to the city.  City staff has no intention to conduct a capital improvement project to make storm sewer improvements in 2020.  Waterman asked the council if they would approve an extension of the drainage report to a due date in late October or early November.  Council has no problem with the extension of the study.
Colman DENR Wastewater Permit Review
· Clark Engneering has begun to evaluate the scope of activities and timeline should be approached by the city.  At the July meeting it was decided to split the effort into two phases with the first phase including the Inflow/Infiltration Study and the second phase including the Feasibility Report and Construction if needed.  Clark Engineering anticipates the I/I Study will need to include flow monitoring, smoke testing, and televised work.  The city will have a hard time budgeting for the study for 2020 and the city requested Waterman to work with Finance Officer Michael Hauglid to write up a letter to send to SD DENR to see if there will be a possibility of pushing the I/I study deadline one year in order to obtain more capital to help fund the costs of the study.  The hope is to have enough assigned funds and budget in 2021 to do the study without having to find another funding source.
Arden Peterson and Jordon Kitts from SD Game Fish and Parks were present to discuss the Colman Shooting Range.  Peterson & Kitts discussed the different options drawn out by Civil Design for plans for the range.  They discussed that there is a grant out there that the city would qualify and has already been budgeted for the 2020-2021 Budget and it would be good for up to two years.  The grant is a 75-25 grant, but there is talk that the city could qualify for a potential 90-10 grant.  Council will think and discuss on potential options.
Pool Manager Burgin Groos discussed the pool.  Group lessons are completed.  Looney Days wasn’t as busy due to the weather.  The pool closes for the summer on Friday August 16th. 
Financials for July were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Preheim to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
