Minutes from July 9th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Electrical Line Burial Project was discussed.  Price on burying from Allen Ave to Main Avenue on the north end of town will cost around $72,400.  The area has recently been having issues with power outages and with lots of trees in the way would make easier for repair work.  Other smaller burial projects were discussed.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve electrical line burial from S Allen to S Main behind NE 3rd Street.  Motion carried. 
The breaker in the electrical substation was discussed.  To replace the breaker it would be $27,000 to $28,000.  The city will look at possibly doing this repair in 2019.

City council talked on budgeting a certain amount to give to the fire department each month to go towards the new truck or other expenses.

Ordinance #352-18, Culvert Drainage, was read for the second time. Ordinance is in regards to culverts being blocked by hoses, pipe, and other objects.  There was confusion in the wording of the ordinance in if it’s legal or not to have the hose running to the ditch.  Council determined that nothing can be going into a city culvert to block the natural water flow.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve Ordinance #352-18 as presented.  Motion carried. 
Scott Mohror from Banner Associations has a presentation of  his engineering company to the city council.

The city received the official written council resignation from Ben Elhoff as Elhoff moved out of Colman.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to accept Elhoff’s resignation.  Motion carried.  The open council position to be discussed in executive at next meeting.
