City of Colman Council Meeting					December 10, 2018
City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on December 10, 2018 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Troy Smallfield, Mike Preheim, Mitch Clark, Mike Uhing and Roger Broghammer.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering and Bob Landis, Brooke Rollag, and Lori Hansen from the Colman Economic Development Corporation.
The minutes from the November 12th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to present a proposal for plans and bidding on the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase I.  The projected budget is approximately $900,000 based on the 50/50 grant the city has received from the state.  The project includes 1000 feet of Summit Avenue into the Hillcrest Industrial Park including streets, curb and gutter and utilities.  Infrastructure for utilities would also go east on a future street.  Due to the change of scope from the previous proposed project, Clark Engineering’s proposal is for $23,500 for engineering fees with additional fees once the contract for the contractor is accepted.  Timeline would be designing for three to four weeks.  Plans are to advertise around the February council meeting and awarding of the project would occur at the March or April council meeting.  Colman Economic Development Corporation voiced their opinion on the project and the engineering prospects.  Council will take CEDC’s opinions into account.  Funding was also discussed and Brooke Rollag mentioned funding opportunities and will work with Finance Officer Michael Hauglid on potentially filling out applications.  Council told Waterman that they will need time to think about their decision.
Financials for November were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Resolution #355-18, Contingency Transfers, was read for the first time.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve Resolution #355-18 as presented. Motion carried.
Resolution #356-18, Assigned Fund Transfers, was read for the first time.  The resolution was to designate monies towards certain funds.  Funds discussed included: equipment upgrades, street improvements, painting for the water tower, sewer lining and electrical repairs.  Motion was made by Preheim and seconded by Smallfield to approve Resolution #356-18.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #357-18, Water and Sewer Services was read for the first time.  The ordinance is regarding severances of water and sewer lines and the process that will be required.
The SD DOT has invited the city to participate in a regions wide pave road signing project.  The project is to replace all old street signs.  All roads in the city will be covered.  The city had previously agreed to the project in September 2017, but an amendment was made regarding the project name and number.   Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to sign the amended agreement from the SD DOT.  Motion carried.
