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Joint Meeting of the Planning Commission and the Colman City Council was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 at the Colman Community Center.  Council present: Mike Preheim, Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum. Public Hearing for the Zoning Ordinance Amendment and Existing Future Land Use Maps was started at 6:00 pm.  Luke Muller from First District has been working on this city’s zoning ordinance project for the last year.  Last time the zoning ordinances were updated was back in 1998.  The land use plan is needed by state law.  Meetings were held with a subcommittee of city council members and the mayor going over the zoning ordinances.  The ordinance is for what can be allowed and not allowed in city limits.  The existing land use and future land use maps have been updated.  No new zoning districts were adding, but some land was changed to conform to what the current use on the property.  There is not a case were the use on the lot would not be non-conforming when the zoning changes.  The Moody County equalization office says the city’s official zoning map will not change their tax assessment.  This is purely regulations for permitted uses in city limits.  Muller discussed the changes and answered questions from property owners.  
Acting as the planning commission board, a motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to recommend to the city council to pass Resolution #352-17, Existing and Future Land Use Maps.  Motion carried.
Acting as the city council, Resolution #352-17 was read and reviewed.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Resolution #352-17 as recommended by the planning commission.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #351-17, Zoning Ordinance Amendment, was read for the first time.  Acting as the planning commission board, motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to recommend the city council to approve Ordinance #351-17, with the exceptions of the two properties on the south end of S Allen Ave, leaving them as Agricultural instead of changing them to R1: Single Family Residential.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #351-17, was read to the city council for the first time. 
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Prehiem to adjourn the joint meeting of the Planning Commission and City Council at 7:03 pm.  Motion carried.
City council regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 7:03 pm.
Minutes from the November 13th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Ted Haeder is working on the application to the SD DENR for the overage on the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  Application is due January 1st.
Mike Gengler with the Colman Volunteer Fire Department was present to discuss putting an AED in front entrance of city hall.  Maintenance on the AED will be done by the fire department.  Putting in the community center front entrance was also discussed.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to allow the AED to be installed in the entrance of city hall.  Motion carried.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  Councilmen Schroder and Elhoff, along with Troy Smallfield met recently to go over gun range rules, a re-design of the range, the application with the state for funding, and bids on the fence and security.  There would be two entry points with a coding for daily use and a keyfob for members.  There needs to be amenities for handicap use, including cemented parking and sidewalk.  Noel Warhiem was also present to discuss the city’s plans for the gun range.
Financials for November were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the bills as presented. Motion carried.
