The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  City council present: Mike Uhing, Ben Elhoff, David Voelker, Roger Broghammer, Russ May, and Brad Schroeder.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Chris Graff from PSE, Casey Crabtree from Heartland, City Auditor Ben Elliot, and Don Hansen from Daktronics.
The minutes from the November 14th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.  
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the Electrical Line Burial Project.  The bids for the labor portion of the project were opened publically at 1:00 pm on November 17th at Colman City Hall.  The following bids were received:

The bids for the material portion of the Electrical Line Burial Project were opened publically at 1:00 pm on November 30th at Colman City Hall.  Bids were divided into three groups: Bid Group A (Misc. Materials), Bid Group B (Transformers) and Bid Group C (Underground Cable/Wire).  The following bids were received with the lowest bids in bolded and underlined:

The project will be paid for by a pre-diaster mitigation grant from FEMA.  FEMA would cover 75% of the $167,333.00 estimated project cost.  Graff mentioned that the bid costs can be adjusted to include burying overhead lines going to residents’ houses along the project route.  The city working with Heartland on a short term loan to cover the city’s 25% portion of the total project cost was discussed. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to award the materials portion to Legacy Power Line, Bid Groups A & C to RESCO and Bid Group B to T&R Electric for a total project cost of $165,729.24.  Motion carried.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  DENR approved the specs and financing for the project and Burwitz discussed having the bid opening take place in January.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to authorize Dave Burwitz to set the HWY 34 Watermain Project bid date for January 18th, 2017 at 11:00 am at Colman City Hall.  Motion carried.
Resolution #342-16, SD DENR DW04 Borrower Bond Surcharge, was read.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by May to approve Resolution #342-16 as presented.   Motion carried.
Casey Crabtree from Heartland was present to discuss the site readiness plan for the new development.  Everything to get on the plan was checked off the list except for a water line size issue.  The plan requires an eight inch water line, where the water lines presently are six inches.  The city will stub an eight inch line into the industrial park of the new development to comply with the plan.
Don Hansen from Daktronics was present to discuss the city potentially putting an LED sign along HWY 34.  Topics included the longevity and durability of the sign.  Lifespan is usually 10 years due to aging and newer technology. Talks on using it with the school and advertising for the golf course and pool.
Ben Elliot was present to discuss it the 2015 Audit Report draft.  Report still needs to be approved by the South Dakota Department of Legislative Audit.
Financials for November were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bill list was presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
