City of Colman Council Meeting






December 9, 2013
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on December 9th, 2013 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Dan Doyle, Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, Russ May, David Voelker, and Bill Thompson.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, and Maintenance Supervisor Grant Groos.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering and Bev Jenner.
The minutes from the November 12th meeting were discussed.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

Dave Burwitz discusses the Water/Sewer Project and the Water Meter Replacement Project.  The final pay request for the Water Meter Project is being finalized as all the water meters were replaced.  The Water/Sewer Replacement Project for Phase I has all water and sewer pipe laid, and will resume in Spring 2013 with finishing the roads.  Phase II surveying has been completed with hopes to bid in March of 2014.  Phase III was also discussed, talking about the replacement of the city’s water tower.
The financials for November were presented. A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
The bill list was presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to approve the bill list as presented.  Motion carried.

Resolution #326-13 Contingency Transfer.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to take $5000 from general contingency fund to the swimming pool department and $6,350 from general contingency fund to the government buildings department.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #318-13, the supplemental budget ordinance for 2013, was read for the first time.

Ordinance #319-13, amending Title 1 – Governing Body had its first reading.  The ordinance would change the mayor’s term from two years to three years.  The ordinance was discussed and tabled.
