Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Payment Application #2 to Premier Contracting for $40,028.03 was presented to the council.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve Payment Application #2 as presented.  Motion carried.
· Project has been winterized and will resume in late spring/early summer.
Drainage Study
· Waterman presented findings from the drainage study to the council in order to have them get a scope of the work that should be done in the future.  The review showed the issues with the drainage systems.  Waterman also had estimate breakdowns for possible future projects.  Clark Engineering came up with ten top problem areas.  The one most needing to be done is work along HWY 34, which will have to wait until the DOT does its highway project in approximately 2024.  The city will work with the DOT to see if the state can help alleviate some of the costs to the project.  Other parts of town were discussed, including where the water comes through the golf course.
· Clark Engineering intends to present the final report to the city council at the January 2020 council meeting.
Bids for the bar lease were reviewed.  The bids were opened at 2:30 pm on Tuesday, November 26th at Colman City Hall.  Only one bid was received.  Greg Van Meveren, the current lessee, was the only person to submit a bid.  His bid was for a $600 monthly rent charge, a 3% liquor/beer premium and a 70/30 Lottery Sales split.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to accept Greg Van Meveren’s bid as stated.  Motion carried.
The 2018 Audit Report was presented to the council.  Audit report has been approved the SD Department of Legislative Audit.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the 2018 Audit Report as presented.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #369-19, 2018 Budget Transfer Ordinance was read for the second time.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve Ordinance #369-19 as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #370-19, 2018 Contingency Transfers was read for the first time. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve Resolution #370-19 as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #371-19, Assigned Fund Transfers, was read for the first time.  The resolution was to designate monies towards certain funds.  Funds discussed included equipment upgrades and painting for the water tower.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve Resolution #371-19 as presented.  Motion carried.
