City of Colman Council Meeting					February 11, 2019
City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on February 11, 2019 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Preheim, Mike Uhing, Mitch Clark, and Roger Broghammer.  Brad Schroeder and Troy Smallfield were on telephones.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering, Chris Graff from PSE, Moody County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch, Emmett Keyser from SD Game, Fish and Parks and Chris Brozile from Civil Design, Inc.
The minutes from the January 14th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Preheim to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Moody County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch was present to discuss police and also talk to the council about Moody County Cares.  Skroch asked if the council had questions about the policing of the town.  Sheriff Wellman was unable to attend the meeting, but will try to make the March council meeting take questions from the council.  Skroch also brought up Moody County Cares, headed by Rev. Alan Blankenfeld.  The organization is to bring attention and awareness to issues of suicide and mental health.  Moody County will now have a 211 call line, which offers help through the South Dakota suicide hotline.  211 can also be used as a general information service for local business and services.  Moody County Cares requested support from all the communities in the county and asks if the city would be willing to donate $250 to get the 211 call line up and running.  
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering and Chris Graff from PSE were present to discuss the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1.  Waterman said plans and specs should be done in the next week.  City should have an official cost estimate.  After meeting with members of the Colman Economic Development group, it was determined that the focus of this first phase of the project should be on the east/west street and opening the frontage lots along HWY 34.  Waterman will need to submit the final plans to DENR for approval for the water and sewer portion of the project.  Waterman asks the council for permission once DENR approves the plans to go out for bids, so the bids could be opened in a timely manner.  Graff mentioned utility easements for the industrial park and recommends 10 foot easements along the lots with access to streets.  Graff also discussed the street lighting.  Waterman also mentioned grass seeding for the new commercial lots.
Troy Smallfield arrived at this time.
Shane Waterman also discussed a potential watermain project on S Loban going from HWY 34 to the SW corner of the school.  The pipes are currently cast iron and need to be upgraded.  The project would be paid out of the city’s budget.  Project is estimated to cost $40,000.
Chris Graff discussed the continuation of burying electrical lines in the city.  There was discussion on resubmitting the FEMA grant application, but cutting down the project to around $100,000 and to meet FEMA’s cost benefit analysis.  Project would cover most of N Loban Ave.  There were discussions on other electrical problems that need to be addressed at the trailer court and on the line between S Perry and S Loban Ave.
Emmett Keyser from Game, Fish and Parks and Chris Brozik from Civil Design were present to talk about the Colman Shooting Range.  Discussion was on doing a project layout.  The layout would help out with estimated project costs and to submit plans for potential grant applications.  The layout would cost $2500 to $3000.  Game, Fish and Parks will be willing to pay half that amount if the city would consider paying the second half.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve doing the layout plans for the Colman Shooting Range.  Motion carried.
Financials for January were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

There is currently a Senate bill being introduced into the legislature that would restrict electrical municipalities from acquiring service territories from rural electric services should the municipality annex the land.  Discussion was held.  Resolution #358-19 was tabled.

Mike Uhing left at this time.

The 2019 election was discussed.  The following terms will expire: Mike Uhing (Ward I- 2-year term), Mike Preheim (Ward II- 2-year term), Roger Broghammer (Ward III- 2-year term) and Troy Smallfield (Ward III- 1-year term).  Petitions can be circulated beginning January 25th.  Petitions need to be filed at the city office by 5:00 pm on February 22nd.

The Colman Volunteer Fire Department is getting a new pumper apparatus that would be located at the fire hall.  IRS regulations say that the municipality of the department must give approval before the department can finance the new equipment.  The approval does not in any way constitute any financial involvement or obligation of the municipality.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Clark to approve the Colman Volunteer Fire Department to enter the agreement to finance the new pumper.  Motion carried.
