Nuisance properties were discussed.  Colman Auto Sales was discussed as complaints have been brought to councilpersons regarding the cars.  Unlicensed and abandoned vehicles were discussed.  The county sheriff will come over to check on vehicles on council recommendation. Smoke issues from a wood burner at 328 S Florence was also discussed. 
The shortfall on the HWY 34 Waterline Project was discussed.  Finance Officer Michael Hauglid will be going to a meeting with East Dakota Water Development District in Brookings to discuss possible funding for the $46,000 shortfall from the waterline project.  Ted Haeder from First District will also be present at the meeting.
LED Sign advertising was discussed.  The fire department’s use of advertising on the sign was discussed.   Monthly rates were discussed.  Companies putting signs on the pole of the LED board or the ball diamond and tennis court fence were also discussed. 
Mike Uhing left at this time.
2018 Election was discussed. The following terms will expire: Gloria Van Duyn (Mayor- 2-year term), Brad Schroeder (Ward I- 2-year term), Mike Preheim (Ward II – 1-year term), Mitch Clark (Ward II- 2-year term), and Ben Elhoff (Ward III- 2-year term).  City office will be open until 5:00 pm on February 23rd.
2017 Annual Report and the 2017Audit was discussed.  Ben Elliot proposed to the city the same rates as last year for the annual report and the audit as long as he is contracted to do both.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded Broghammer to approve Ben Elliot’s proposal.  Motion carried.
