City of Colman Council Meeting						February 13, 2017
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on February 13, 2017 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, David Voelker, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, and Russ May. Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid. Also present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from PSE, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Moody County Wildlife Conservation Officer Chad Williams, Greg Van Meveren, and Michelle Leeds.
The minutes from the January 9th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the HWY 34 Watermain project.  The bids for the project were opened publicly at 11:00 AM on January 18th, 2017 at Colman City Hall.  The following bids were received with the completion date of September 30, 2017:

Motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to award Prunty Construction the HWY 34 Watermain Project at their bid of $572,954.75 contigent on DENR approval.  Motion carried.  
T&R Service water line was discussed.  Before the city joined Big Sioux Rural Water, T&R Service had a water line going out west to Big Sioux’s waterline.  With the new watermain project, the city wants to create loops to T&R Service to help with some of their dead ends.  T&R Service had some muddy water, so the city wants to create a loop to get the water to flow continuously.  T&R Service wants the city to flush the hydrants, but the city does not own those lines, so is not responsible for the fire hydrants.  The city would like to write up an agreement with T&R Service regarding this issue.
Yard flooding at 221 S Loban Ave was discussed.  Resident complained of flooding after Jim McGuire had filled the lot on the corner of HWY 34 and S Perry Avenue.  McGuire had filed all proper paperwork with the city beforehand.  There was discussion on putting a new culvert under Highway 34, but the city would need to go through a permit application with the DOT.  Dave Burwitz will talk to the DOT and also with SD DENR if this could be put into a change order on the HWY 34 Watermain project.
Chris Graff was present to discuss Electrical Line Burial Project.  Last of materials will be coming in the next few weeks.  Weather permitting, the project could start at the end of March.  Project should last two or three weeks.  The completion date is in June 2017.  FEMA might have another round of funding in the next couple of months.  If the city wishes to apply again, it would need to do an anticipated cost analysis.  The city is also getting extra funding through a loan from Heartland to do additional burying.  Graff presented the city with options with estimated prices. 
Chad Williams, Wildlife Conservation Officer from Moody County, was present to discuss the shooting range. SD Games, Fish, and Parks was contacted from a concerned party about if someone was injured or killed at the shooting range.  Williams wanted to see if Fish and Wildlife would like to make an offer to buy the land and close the shooting range. 
Bar lease was discussed.  The city would have to send a written notice to Greg Van Meveren 90 days prior to any bidding, should the city elect to do so.  Van Meveren’s current lease cannot exceed past the year 2020.
Cooler at the bar was discussed.  The cooler under the bar counter is not working, but is currently being used for storage.  
Financials for January were presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Brad and seconded by Voelker to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
