City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on January 4, 2019 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Troy Smallfield, Mike Uhing, Mitch Clark, Roger Broghammer, and Mike Preheim.  Brad Schroeder was on a telephone.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering.
The minutes from the December 10th regular meeting and December 20th special meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1 and the Drainage Study.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Timeline for project was discussed.
· Clark Engineering is working on the design plans and will review with members of the city board and members of the Colman Economic Development sometime in the next couple of weeks.
· Plan is to advertise sometime after the February meeting once there is approval on the plans from the city and SD DENR.
· Bids are expecting to be opened in March and awarded by the April 8th city council meeting.
· Construction on the project would begin in May or June pending weather
Drainage Study:
· Grants for the study are in place and Clark Engineering has begun working on the project this week.
· SD DENR has asked on the anticipated timeline as the original timeline was for the report to be completed by July 1st, 2019.  Clark Engineering has requested the date for be revised to September 9th, 2019 to provide extra time to observe the spring thaw and related saturated ground water conditions.
Other Topics
· Clark Engineering has been working with Grant Groos with investigationing inflow/infiltration of the sewer system.  
· Clark Engineering has also been helping in evaluate some deficient in the workmanship with regard to the manhole lining completed in Phase 2 of the Sewer Replacement Project.
Financials for December were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills with changes to hold back paying off the Great Western Bank Sales Tax Revenue Bond.  Motion carried.

The following are employee salaries/rates for 2019: Grant Groos- $2291.67 semi-monthly, Mike Solum- $1791.67 semi-monthly, Michael Hauglid- $1666.67 semi-monthly, Kyle Broghammer- $13.00/hr., and Kari Wittrock- $13.00/hr.  Duane Walburg, dog catcher, is paid $25.00/hr. and is reimbursed $50.00 per trip for travel reimbursement. Mayor- $200 a month, plus $50 per regular meeting and $50 per special meeting attended, Councilpersons- $100 per regular meeting, plus $50 per special meeting attended.  A full-time employee can receive insurance through another insurance carrier; the City will pay the premium for only the city employee’s portion of the insurance coverage up to the maximum of $350.  Full-time employees also will received up to a maximum of 250 PTO hours, but can no longer cash out hours.
