The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Uhing, Mike Preheim, Roger Broghammer, Ben Elhoff and Mitch Clark.  Brad Schroeder was present via phone.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from PSE and Troy Smallfield.
Minutes from the December 11th meeting and the December 27th end of the year meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Mayor Gloria Van Duyn administered the oath of the office to Mitch Clark.   Clark takes over the vacant seat in Ward II until the next election.
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss East River replacing the transformers at the Colman substation.  Graff mentions that East River needs to do some work and there will be down time for electrical in Colman.  East River wants to have the outage be longer to get the transformers replaced.  Sioux Valley is not capable during peak load times to pick up the city’s feed.  Graff discussed with Sioux Valley and East River that it wouldn’t work for this time of year and should hold off until spring.  There could be potential that T&R Electric and T&R Service will have to be offline for a couple of hours, but they will be informed well in advance on when that will happen.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  Grant Groos is working on getting prices for a fence.  
Financials were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Preheim to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Elhoff to approve Ordinance #351-17 as recommended by the Planning Commission in December, including the amendment made at the December meeting to the zoning map.  Motion carried.

Overage on waterline project was discussed.  A letter was sent to the state to help with the overage, rather than applying for additional funding. 
LED sign advertising was discussed.  An agreement will be drawn up for those that want to advertise on the board.  There will be a limited number of spots per day.  Rates for daily and weekly ads were discussed.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve a $10 daily rate and a $50 weekly rate for advertising on the LED board.  Motion carried.  
The 2018 election was discussed.  The following terms will expire: Gloria VanDuyn (Mayor – 2-year term), Brad Schroeder (Ward I- 2-year term), Mike Preheim (Ward II- 1-year term), Mitch Clark (Ward II- 2-year term), and Ben Elhoff (Ward III- 2-year term).  Petitions can be circulated beginning January 26th.  Petitions need to be filed at the city office by 5:00 pm on February 23rd.

2017 annual report was discussed.  City council recommends Ben Elliot to do the 2017 annual report.

Intergovernmental contract with SDPAA was presented.  The contract insures that the risk pool with other municipalities won’t affect the city if other municipalities have larger claims.  All municipalities under the contract will be treated equally.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Preheim to accept the SDPAA intergovernmental contract as presented.  Motion carried.
