January 9, 2017
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on January 9, 2017 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Uhing, Brad Schroeder, David Voelker, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, and Russ May.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, and Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Luke Moeller from First District and Bernadette Lex.

The minutes from the December 12th regular meeting and the December 28th end of the year meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing  and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Luke Moeller from First District was present to discuss updating the comprehensive land use plan and zoning regulations.  The last time the plan was done back in 1998.  Moeller went over the process with the council.  A subcommittee will meet once every 3 to 4 weeks to go over the plan and zoning ordinances.  The first meeting with a couple council members will be on January 30th to begin the process.  
The Electrical Line Burial Project was discussed.  Supplies are currently being delivered.  Loan process with Heartland is discussed.   
HWY 34 Watermain Project was discussed.  Bids will be opened on January 18th at 11:00 am at City Hall. 

December’s financials were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Aye- May, Broghammer, Schroeder, Elhoff, and Voelker voted Aye.  Uhing votes Nay.  Motion carried. 

The 2017 election was discussed.  The following terms will expire: Mike Uhing (Ward I- 2-year term), David Voelker (Ward II- 2-year term), and Roger Broghammer (Ward III- 2-year term).  Petitions can be circulated beginning January 27th.  Petitions need to be filed at the city office by 5:00 pm on February 24th.

A full-time employee can receive insurance through another insurance carrier; the City will pay the premium for only the city employee’s portion of the insurance coverage up to the maximum of $275.  Employees must show proof of insurance to receive the reimbursement.
