City of Colman Council Meeting						July 8, 2019
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 7:27 pm on June 8th, 2019 at Sunrise Ridge Golf Course after the Colman Community Picnic.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Mike Preheim, Troy Smallfield, Mitch Clark, & Roger Broghammer.  Mike Uhing arrived later in the meeting.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum and Pool Manager Burgin Groos.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Michael Simmermon from the Colman Building Center, Warren Schmidt, & Jan Schmidt.
The minutes from the June 10th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1, the drainage study, and the DENR Waterwater Permit Review.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1
· Clark Engineering has received and reviewed the shop drawings for the concrete structures on the project. The structures will be made by Forterra. The shop drawing review went well with only minor revisions needed. Clark is currently reviewing the shop drawings for the utility pipe and fittings being supplied by Core & Main.
· Premier Contracting has submitted a letter requesting the City consider a project extension in the amount of 45 days. The planned completion date is September 6, 2019 and the revised date would be October 21, 2019. The construction schedule shows a starting date of August 19 and a completion date of September 30. However, the letter does indicate a possible shipping issue with regard to the aluminum light poles. 
· Council discussed options with Waterman on how to answer the request of the contractor.  Options were to give the extension requested by the contractor, keep with the current timeline as signed off back in April, or negotiate a different completion date with possible monetary compensation.  Council wants Clark Engineering to send a letter to Premier Contracting that they will not be extending the project deadline at this time.  Council wants to have commitment from the contractor to the get the project started by August and the council will then access the timeline from there.  Council agrees to take the aluminum light poles off the September 6th completion date and have them installed when they arrive.
Drainage Study
· Clark Engineering has completed the preliminary survey and field observation work.  They will now begin evaluating the drainage basin and perform hydraulic modeling for the study.
Colman DENR Wastewater Permit Review
· Clark Engineering has begun to evaluate how the scope of the activities and timeline should be approached by the City. At the last meeting it was discussed the desired approach the Council wished to complete the issue identified in the DENR Schedule. It was decided to split the effort into two phases with the first phase including the Inflow/Infiltration Study and the second phase including the Feasibility Report and Construction if needed. A typical I/I Study costs around $30,000 and is largely based upon funding and grants available to assist the community.  Clark Engineering anticipates the Inflow/Infiltration Study will need to include flow monitoring and televising work on the sewer collection system.  They will assist the city in its budgeting process so the city is well prepared.

Pool Manage Burgin Groos discussed the swimming pool.  Topics discussed: 
· Swimming lessons with start on July 15th and go through August 9th.  
· The baby pool 
· There will be free swimming and ice cream for Looney Days on August 10th 
· Closing date has not yet been decided

· Warren & Jan Schmidt were present to discuss their neighbor trimming tree branches that crossed the property line to the south.  While the Schmidts had no problem with that and their neighbor had the right to do so, the Schmidts are complaining about the sticks being left on their property.  City will send a letter to the neighbor to address the sticks.
· Ron & Carol Arneson’s house at 202 S Main Avenue was discussed.  City has been mowing the house and will access those costs onto the property taxes.  There’s a big branch down in the front yard.  The city will address that as well and access any costs to the property taxes.
