The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on June 10th, 2019 at Colman City Hall. The minutes from the May 13th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Mayor Van Duyn administered the oath of office to returning councilman Roger Broghammer (Ward III, 2-year term).
The Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1 was discussed.  Shane Waterman with Clark Engineering is working on making contact with Premier Contracting and a preconstruction meeting for the project.  Waterman is also finishing up a quote for the study of the lagoon system and should be able to present it at the next council meeting.

Motion carried.

Unlicensed/abandoned vehicles were discussed.  Moody County Sheriff’s department turned in a report of unlicensed vehicles in the city.  The city sent out certified letters to the residents of the vehicles in question.  Many of the vehicles were either licensed or removed by the residents.  Some vehicles still need to be addressed.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Schroeder to have Steve’s Tire & Service tow the vehicles that have not been licensed or removed.  Motion carried.

Ordinance #361-19- Amending Title 6 Chapter 6.02 – Dogs, was read for the first time.  The council wants to look at adding more to the ordinances regarding dogs.
Ordinance #362-19- Amending Title 7 Chapter 7.01 – Firearms and Fireworks was read for the first time.  Council would like to go by state law regarding this chapter.
Looney Days 2019 was discussed.  Emily Voelker from the Looney Days Committee was present to discuss and answer questions about Looney Days.  Looney Days will take place the 2nd weekend of August as usual.  The Rescue Church will no longer be funding the carnival, but the committee will be able to have inflatables.  T-shirts will not be sold this year due to lack of sales last year.  The kid’s peddle pull will be moved up to right after the parade instead of the afternoon.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to donate $2000 to the Looney Day Committee for Looney Days 2019. Motion carried.
