City of Colman Council Meeting						June 11, 2018
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on June 11, 2018 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mitch Clark, Brad Schroeder, Mike Preheim, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, and Mike Uhing.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Troy Smallfield, Roger Fritz, Andy Groos, Greg Van Meveren, and Emily Voelker.
Minutes from the May 14th council meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes with an amendment that Mike Preheim’s council term is one year and Mitch Clark’s is two years.  Motion carried.  
Looney Days was discussed.  Emily Voelker from the Looney Day Committee was present to discuss the planned events for Looney Days.  Regular activities were discussed.  Also discussed where the following: a car show, string art night, the vendor fair, Looney Days T-shirts, and banners along the highway.  Committee was asking if the city would be willing to donate a little more for Looney Days.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to donate $1600 to the Looney Days Committee for Looney Days 2018.  Motion carried.
Veteran’s Memorial was discussed.  Roger Fritz and Andy Groos gave an update of the project to the council.  Flyers were distributed with information on the project and if people would like to donate.  Drawing was shown what the memorial is planned to look like.  Fritz described the memorial, including the stone engravings, benches, statues, flag pole, and lighting.  Also discussed were 6x9 engraved pavers. Project is estimated to cost around $32,000 to $35,000.  
Electrical Line Burial Project was discussed.  The city will not be receiving a 75/25 pre-mitigation grant for the second portion of the project due to the cost benefit anaylsis not being good enough for FEMA’s standards. The city will reevaluate the project and reapply.
Councilperson Broghammer left at this time.
