City of Colman Council Meeting							June 13, 2017
City of Colman Planning and Zoning Board Meeting was called to order Council President Mike Uhing on June 13, 2017 at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Uhing, Ben Elhoff, Russ May, David Voelker and Brad Schroeder.  Roger Broghammer was absent.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Pool Manager Erin Benson, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Troy Smallfield, Bernadette Lex, Jim Clark, Jim McGuire, and Emily Voelker.
Ordinance #347-17, Jim Clark Apartment Zoning Change, was read for the first time. Clark  wants to put an 8-plex apartment building up on his property along HWY 34.  The property is currently zoned Agricultural and needs to be changed to R2: General Residential. 
Mayor Gloria Van Duyn came in at this time.
Motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to adjourn the planning and zoning board meeting at 6:11 pm.  Motion carried.
City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Glora Van Duyn at 6:12 pm.  
Minutes from the May 8th council meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by  Elhoff to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  Prunty is expected to wrap up at the end of June.  Change order is for transite pipe going down Florence Ave that needs to be done.  All the pipes are in the ground.  Services still need to be tied in.  Concrete and asphalting will be started.  The extra work will still be under the city’s current funding package with SD DENR.  Should the city choose to do so, replacing the cast iron pipe on S Loban would be partly funded by the package with DENR, with the remaining coming out of the city’s budget. City will ask for a price from Prunty.  Should the quote come in too large, then the city will leave S Loban alone.  Drainage concerns and the deep ditches on S Loban were also discussed.  The culvert going under HWY 34 was also discussed.  An extra $5000 charge from Prunty was discussed because of not getting easements done in a quick fashion, but there won’t be any extra charge.
Change Order #1 of the HWY 34 Watermain Project was presented to the council.  The change order adds $63,694.60 to the project cost.  The change order is  for replacing transite pipe that was found further down S Florence and in Circle Drive.  Motion was made by May  and seconded by Voelker to approve Change Order #1 as presented.  Motion carried. 
Payment Request #2 from Prunty Construction for the HWY 34 Watermain Project in the amount of $279,511.73 was reviewed.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by May to approve Payment Request #2 as presented.  Motion carried.
The city has to continually discharge the sewer lagoons.  Burwitz discussed using flow meters to try and find the problem.  
Looney Day was discussed.  Emily Voelker from the Looney Day Committee was present.  Banners advertising the events were discussed. Motion was made by May and seconded by Elhoff to make a $1500 donation to the Looney Day Committee for Looney Days expenses.  Motion carried. 
Pool Manager Erin Benson was present to discuss the pool.  Swimming Lessons for Levels 4, 5 and 6 will be from June 19th-30th with Levels 1, 2 and 3 being from July 11th-July 21st.    37 kids are currently signed up from swimming lessons, with 13 doing private lessons.  The pool currently has 41 Family passes and 11 individual passes.  Chlorine and chemical levels are good.  Concessions were discussed.   Water aerobics classes were discussed.  Erin mentioned Kyle Heyn working on the pool bench and the lifeguard chair and paying him for the work.  City want to thanks Councilman Schroeder for finding and donating chairs and tables for the pool. 
Electrical Line Burial Project was discussed.  Chris Graff from PSE couldn’t make it to the meeting, but had notes for the council.  Mediacom is on site burying their overhead utilities that are attached to the electrical poles.  They are anticipating being completed by the end of June.  Once Mediacom has completed their work, Legacy Powerline will come back in and remove the overhead facilities on the original project.  This is expected to occur in the early parts of July.  Depending on their schedules, Legacy may also begin the burial of the other two projects at this time.  If this does not work into the underground crew’s schedules, they will be back in town later to complete that work, but it will be completed yet in 2017.  Jim Poppen with the state FEMA office has been in contact with Graff on the status of this project, and he is very pleased that Mediacom is making progress and is looking forward to seeing this project completed.  He is going to schedule a time once Legacy has completed their work to come through and look at the final product.  Material for the two additional projects has been ordered and should be available for the Legacy crews when they have time to begin construction.  There was some excess material from the original project that will be used on these two additional projects and also some material that will be returned to RESCO for a refund when they deliver the new material.  Overall all of the projects seem to be on budget and Graff doesn’t anticipate this to change.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  City tried to get quotes on lead cleanup and received one quote for $7600.  Mobilization charge would be waived.  Lead found in the ground would go towards the charge, lowering the cost.
Drainage issues were discussed at 221 S Loban Ave.
Financials for May were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried. 
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

The city received a bid from Ben Elliot of Independent Audit Services to do the city’s 2016 Audit for $6000.  Elliot said he would have the Audit done by August.   Motion was made by May and seconded by Elhoff to have Ben Elliot do the 2016 Audit.  Motion carried.
Moody County Sheriff’s Contract was discussed.  Contract is for $40.40 per actual hour, contracted at 780 hours for the year, for a maximum total of $31,512.00.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve the Moody County Sheriff contract.  Motion carried.
