The City of Colman Planning & Zoning Board Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:06 pm at the Colman Community Center.  Council present: Troy Smallfield, Mike Preheim, Brad Schroeder and Roger Broghammer.  Mike Uhing and Mitch Clark were absent.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, Golf Course Supervisor Mike Solum and Pool Manager Burgin Groos.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering (via phone), Bob Landis & Lori Hansen from the Colman Economic Development Corporation, Emily Voelker from the Looney Day Committee, Greg Van Meveren, Tim Mashek and Mike Christensen.
Clark Engineering prepared plat documents for Lots 3, 4 & 5 in the Sunrise Ridge Estates residential development.  These were the last lots on Discovery Street that needed to be platted as part of the Phase 1 on the development.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to recommend the city to approve the Plat for Lots 3, 4, & 5 in Sunrise Ridge Estates.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to adjourn the Planning and Zoning Board Meeting at 6:10 pm.  Motion carried.

Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was on the phone to discuss various city projects
· Construction on the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1
Construction has resumed on the project.  The Contractor has excavated the street to the subgrade elevation. The soil is still wet but appears to be manageable. The Contractor has scarified and compacted the upper one foot of the subgrade as per plan. On Thursday they proof rolled the subgrade with a loaded truck. For the most part the subgrade appeared to perform well with the exception of the east 350 feet. The subgrade is not great in the south 1/3 of this area and marginal for the remainder of the street width. The city had Foerster Testing on site to assist with density testing and evaluation of the stability. The density tests all past the 95 percent compaction as required in the specifications. After considerable discussion Cory Foerster the city concluded the subgrade could be bridged by additional aggregate base. Therefore, they decided to add an additional 3 inches of granular base material for a total of 15” over this segment of the street. There is also some rock base left over from last fall to place over the worst area of the subgrade. The net additional cost to the project is approximately $1,800. The Contractor plans to complete the granular base work early next week. The city is still waiting for a schedule for the installation of the curb and gutter, asphalt paving and street lighting.
· Sunrise Ridge Estates – Lots 3, 4 & 5
The Planning and Zoning Board recommended to the city to approve the plats of Lots 3, 4 & 5 in the Sunrise Ridge Estates residential development.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve Lots, 3, 4 & 5 in the Sunrise Ridge Estates as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Board.  Motion carried.
· Sunrise Ridge Estates – Preliminary Plans for Phase II
Clark Engineering was contacted by the city to get preliminary plans going for the second phase of the Sunrise Ridge Estates residential development.  The current lots have been selling fast and the city wants to look at preparing for the next phase of the development.  Clark Engineering says the cost of the proposal is $15,000, which includes surveying, layouts for utilities, grading plans, lot layouts, and project cost estimates.  The hope is to have the plans in the place by the end of the year in order to be prepared to possibly have construction happen in the very near future.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded Broghammer to approve the proposal from Clark Engineering for the Sunrise Ridge Estates Phase II Preliminary Plan.  Motion carried.
· Perry Ave & Loban Ave Drainage Easement
The city has been contacted by a property owner who desires to place fill on a vacant lot on S Perry Avenue. The drainage currently flows to the south towards Hwy 34. The property owner understands he cannot block drainage nor push it onto adjacent properties. However, the drainage does flow to an existing drainage ditch which has become overgrown with trees and vegetation. Further, a portion of the drainage ditch needs to be cleaned out to enhance the flow line. It is anticipated the City may not have an official easement which allows the opportunity to maintain the drainage ditch along the north side of the property. It is recommended the City work with the owner to obtain an easement for maintenance or an agreement for the owner to commit to maintaining the drainage through this area.  The city will discuss this matter at the next city council meeting.

A garage at 305 N Main was discussed.  Mike Christiansen had put a garage on the property and was told he needed a building permit.  Christiansen supplied a permit application in October 2019.  A neighboring resident has complained that Christiansen has placed the garage on their property.  They had their property surveyed and it was determined Christiansen had placed the garage 6+ feet over his property line.  Council determined that Christiansen has violated the building permit he had submitted.  There were also photos on junk that is all over the property and also is illegally on the neighbor’s property.  At the May council meeting the city made a motion to send Mike Christiansen a letter demanding the garage and junk be removed off of the neighboring property.  Little work has been done since the letter was sent.  The city council determined that Christensen has had plenty of time to address these issues. The city recommends having the city attorney involved to proceed with abatement of the nuisance.   A motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Schroeder to abate the garage and the junk on the property at 305 N Main Ave.  Motion carried.
Nuisance Properties were discussed.
· Council members had talked to the owner of 221 S Main to discuss issues the city had with the condition of the property.  Property owner said they were going to work on the issues, but the junk seen in the backyard from the road has yet to be addressed to the city’s liking.  The owner will be sent another letter on the matter.  
· The house at 125 N Crummer was discussed.  The yard has been cleaned up some and the property owners are working to get their place cleaned up further.  
· Two trailers at Morty Hahn’s trailer court on NW 2nd Street were discussed with piles of junk in the area.  A letter will be sent to the owners of the trailers and to Morty Hahn to address these issues.
· Appliances in the alley at 114 N Crummer Ave were discussed.  Clean Up Day notices had mentioned to have junk put onto the street side for pick up and appliances were noted be taken to the side dump located by the water tower.  The city will send a letter to have these appliances taken care of or the city will clean it up and access the costs to the property owner.
Looney Days was discussed.  Emily Voelker from the Looney Days Committee was present.  The Colman Volunteer Fire Department still plans on holding their pork loin feed on Saturday of Looney Days as normal.  The parade route was discussed.  Bar events were discussed.  Again, there will be no vendor fair, inflatables, food trucks or raffle.  Free swimming at the pool will happen, but additional staff will be available that Saturday.  The kiddie tractor pull will take place but with safety guidelines.  
Pool Manager Burgin Groos was present to discuss things going on with the pool.  She was recommending having four lifeguards on duty to help control the amount of kids coming.  The city council has no problem with that.  Swimming lessons were discussed with certain guidelines on limits and being on a first come, first serve basis.  The swimming pool phone was also discussed.
Mowing letters were discussed.
Abandoned vehicles were discussed.  Two people had called in to turn in their vehicles and they will be picked up by the towing company sometime this month.  The city will also have the Moody County Sheriff’s department go around and write down a list of vehicles that are not licensed.  The list will be given to the city and abatement letters will be sent out to the violators.
Mike Christensen was present to discuss his garage and junk issues.  The council told Christensen that they had already made a decision to abate the garage and the junk because he is in violation of his building permit and city zoning codes and that it was in his best financial interest to take care of the situation now before the abatement happens.
Resolution #373-20, Appointment of Applicant Agent for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, was read the council.  The resolution is to appoint the mayor as authorized applicant agent for filling out HMGP grant applications.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Resolution #373-20 as presented.  Motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ordinance #374-20, Mowing Notices, was read for the first time.  Currently, city ordinances state that the property owner has 10 days to comply with any mowing letter sent by the city to mow their property.  If after 10 days and the property is uncared for, then the city would mow and charge the costs to the property owner.  Ordinance #374-20 would shorten the days to comply from 10 days down to 3 days and also notes that the owner would be given a one-time notice and no other notice will be given for the remainder of the calendar year.  It also adds that the city can choose to hire an independent contractor to conduct the mowing of the properties with costs associated with that to be accessed to the property owner.
