City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Mike Preheim, Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, Roger Broghammer, and Mitch Clark.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from PSE, Troy Smallfield, Greg Van Meveren and Jeremy Van Meveren.
The minutes from the February 12th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss electrical projects.  Graff mentioned that East River Electric did their switchovers a couple of weeks ago.  There was a fuse blown, which caused the power to go out briefly.  However, power was restored in 10-20 minutes and there were no other issues.  Equipment at the substation has been updated.  In regards to the FEMA application for Phase II of the Electrical Burial Project, Jim Poppen at the state is awaiting an official awarding of the 75/25 grant to the city.  Poppen also mentioned that the state could also award an additional 10% of funding to the city for the electrical project.  The city should hear a decision within the next couple of months from FEMA.  Graff proposes that the design phase for the project will be this summer with bidding in the fall and construction to begin in the Spring of 2019 should the city be awarded the 75/25 grant monies.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed. A grant application through SD Game, Fish and Parks has been completed and will be mailed out to the state.  The grant will help with upgrades for the shooting range.
Financials for February were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Clark Engineering is helping to locate the extra water going out into the sewer lagoons to help offset some of the costs to the city.
