Community Comments
· Talk was held regarding industrial lots in the Hillcrest Industrial Park and plans for curb and gutter
· Greg Van Meveren thanked the city for helping with upgrades to the bar

Chad Edwards & Gene Mays from Maguire Iron presented a Water Tower Maintenance Agreement to the council.  The agreement would cover maintenance and upkeep of the water tower including: inspections, cleaning and painting, repairs, renovations and emergency services.  The agreement would be for 10 years, with the city paying a monthly service fee.  Every year, there would be an increase of no more than 5% to cover increasing costs. The city can terminate the agreement at any time, given Maguire Iron is given a 90 day notice.  Council discussed.  It was noted that the city has already been setting aside money for eventually painting of the water tower that can instead go towards this agreement.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Clark to accept the Water Tower Maintenance Agreement with Maguire Iron.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering submitted a memo to the city council, updating on various projects.
· Hillcrest Industrial Park Project – Phase 1
· The project remains dormant for the winter season.  Clark will be requesting a schedule from the contractor to complete the remainder of the work as spring progresses.  Clark will be preparing a list of unfinished items for the contractor to address in the schedule.
· Drainage Study
· Clark has completed the drainage study document and submitted it to SD DENR.  DENR has approved the drainage study report.
· I/I Study
· Clark has reviewed the city’s wastewater budget with city staff.  They have also reviewed the most recent areas of the sewer system that were cleaned.  Clark will correlate this data and recommend areas to be cleaned and televised in 2020.  The project will be limited in size to remain under the $25,000 threshold for bidding purposes.  Hope is to get quotes and schedule the work within the next month.
Nuisance Properties were discussed.  The following properties were discussed as being nuisance properties: 209 SE 1st Street, 125 N Crummer Ave, and 221 S Main Ave.  Letters will be sent out to the properties discussed.  209 SE 1st Street has already been declared a nuisance property and will be addressed at the April meeting regarding the next steps.  Hiring a code enforcement officer was also discussed.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Property tax levies were discussed.  The City of Colman currently has the lowest municipal property taxes in the state.  Doing an opt-out was discussed as the council talked about how much they should request.  This topic will be discussed at the Equalization Meeting on March 16th.
Employee Reports
· Clean Up Day is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday April 29th, with a rain/makeup day of Wednesday May 6th.
· Summertime help
· There will not be a city election this year.  There were no challenges to the incumbents, who all had petitions turned in to the city.  The following will remain on the board: Gloria Van Duyn (Mayor- 2-year term), Brad Schroeder (Ward I- 2-year term), Mitch Clark (Ward II- 2-year term), and Troy Smallfield (Ward III- 2-year term). 
· Discussion was held about making a third transaction day for auto pay.  Currently, the city has transactions day of the 1st and the 15th.  The new day would be on the 20th of the month, with those that sign up for the 20th having the late fee waived.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Clark to approve the 20th as another automatic pay transaction day.  Motion carried.  Residents that want to sign up for autopay for the 20th can contact the city office.
· Moody County Cares is asking the city for a donation to go towards the 211 helpline.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Preheim to donate $500 to Moody County Cares.  Motion carried.
