City of Colman Council Meeting						May 13, 2019
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on May 13th, 2019 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Troy Smallfield, Mike Uhing, Mike Preheim, Brad Schroeder & Mitch Clark.  Council absent: Roger Broghammer.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos.  Present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering  
The minutes from the April 8th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Hillcrest Industrial Park Project, the Drainage Study, and Colman’s DENR Permit.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Clark Engineering prepared and submitted the contract agreement between Premier Contracting, LLC and the City following award at last month’s council meeting. The contracts have been executed by the Contractor and returned to Clark for review. Minor changes in the Insurance Certificate were made otherwise all of the documents appear to be in order. Clark Engineering delivered the contract documents to the City for signature. Now that the contracts have been signed Clark Engineering will contact the Contractor to establish their anticipated schedule for the project. At this time the ground water elevations are high and its recommend waiting for the soils to dry before starting construction.
· Clark Engineering has prepared a proposal for the Construction Administration and Inspection services for the project. The proposal is an estimate of the effort anticipated to complete the project in accordance with the plans and specifications prepared by Clark Engineering and the quality standards of the City of Colman. The estimated fee is $61,500; however, Clark has prepared the construction administration and inspection services to be billed hourly plus expenses. The City of Colman will only be billed for time and effort directly related to the project. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to accept Clark Engineering’s administration proposal.  Motion carried.
· Clark Engineering solicited prices for construction materials testing for the project. Foerster Testing of Brookings, SD has provided a proposal for the materials testing services for the project. The proposal is an estimate of the effort anticipated to complete the project in accordance with the plans and specifications prepared by Clark Engineering. The estimated fee is $3,990; however, Foerster will bill for actual work completed in accordance with the attached fee schedule. The work conducted by Foerster Testing will be coordinated by Clark Engineering.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to accept the proposal from Forester Testing.  Motion carried.
· Other items discussed: 
· The lumberyard’s portion of the street
· Turning lanes into the industrial park
· Speed limit on HWY 34 going pass the industrial park
Drainage Study
· Clark Engineering has begun working on the project but had to suspend field work do to the heavy snow. Clark will continue on the background and preliminary hydraulic analysis; and plan to observe the spring thaw and map the water through town.
· Upon suitable conditions Clark will resume evaluation of the drainage basin and perform any related surveying work to assist with defining the drainage basins limits. 
Colman’s DENR Permit
· The City of Colman recently received a new Surface Water Discharge Permit from the SD DENR.  The permit is good for five years effective April 1, 2019 and expires on March 2024.
· The existing Wastewater Treatment Facility has struggled to meet previous discharge requirements resulting in multiple discharges per year and effluent limit violations. The city is doing all it can to meet the requirements of the permit; however, due to the frequent discharges and violations the SD DENR has established a timeline for investigating and correcting the deficiencies effecting the facility.
· Clark Engineering will work on a proposal for work on the quarterly progress reports and the inflow/infiltration study.  Waterman mentioned to have the proposal ready for the next council meeting.
The April financials were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Ballfield concession stand was discussed.  Pat Entringer has said she will return to help run the concessions stand.
