Council present: Ben Elhoff, Mike Preheim, Mike Uhing, Mitch Clark, Brad Schroeder, and Roger Broghammer.  Mayor Gloria Van Duyn would arrive at a later time.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Golf Supervisor Mike Solum, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos, and Pool Manager Burgin Groos.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Troy Smallfield, Chris Graff from PSE, Dale Eng from Eng Services, Justin Peterson from Clark Engineering, Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering, Moody County Sheriff Troy Wellman, and County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch.
The minutes from the April 16th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  Letter from the state regarding the grant the city applied for and the state said they would not consider the city’s proposal for the upgrades at the shooting range this year.  Council talk on budgeting for the fence for the shooting range in next year’s budget and also reapplying for the grant.  
Financials were presented.  Motion was made by Elhoff and seconded by Broghammer to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the electrical project.  The application the city sent to the state is still in progress, but it is not assured the city will receive the monies.  New residential electrical services were discussed.  Currently it costs $250 for a 200 amp service, but the city has no additional fees for services that want more than 200 amps.  Council discussed upping the fee for bigger residential services.

· Colman Auto Sales was discussed.  Complaints have been brought up about the look of the property with the cars on the lot.  Talks about if the property would be considered a salvage or junk yard if the cars are inoperable or if it falls under a car dealership definition.   
· Complaints on fluid running north S Crummer Ave from Ross Management.  A letter will be sent to Curt Ross addressing this issue.
Finance Officer Michael Hauglid administered the oath of office to returning Mayor Gloria Van Duyn.  Mayor Van Duyn administered the oath of office to returning councilmen Brad Schroeder (Ward I, 2-year term), Mike Preheim (Ward II, 2-year term), Mitch Clark (Ward II, 1-year term) and Ben Elhoff (Ward III, 2-year term).  
Nominations were made for City Council President.  Schroeder nominated Uhing for President.  Nominations ceased.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to appoint Uhing City Council President.  Motion carried.  Nominations were made for City Council Vice President.  Schroeder nominated Elhoff for Vice President.  Elhoff nominated Schroeder for Vice President. Nominations ceased.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to appoint Schroeder as Vice President.  Motion carried.

Jay Leibel was appointed city attorney.  Great Western Bank was appointed the bank for the city.  Mayor Gloria Van Duyn, Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, and Council President Mike Uhing are authorized to sign city checks.  Moody County Enterprise was appointed the official newspaper.   Ben Elliot was appointed city auditor.
The lumberyard is looking to construct a street (Summit Ave) going past their property in the new development.  When the lumberyard bought their lot, it was agreed that they would pay for half of the street.  The street would need to be engineered.  Justin Peterson and Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering were present to discuss the new street.  Plans would also include water and sewer lines as well.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to authorize Clark Engineering to plan for 1000 feet of road on Summit Ave, which also includes water and sewer.  Motion carried.  
Garbage Bids from Eng Service and Garbage N More were received and opened.  Eng Services was $15.15 per residence per month and $270 per month for city dumpsters.  Garbage N More was $20.30 per residence per month and $420 for city dumpsters.   Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to accept Eng Service’s bid for residential garbage pickup and city dumpster pickup starting July 1st.  Motion carried.
