City of Colman Council Meeting								May 8, 2017
The City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn on May 8, 2017 at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Brad Schroeder, Roger Broghammer, David Voelker, Mike Uhing, and Russ May.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Chris Graff from PSE, Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering and Troy Smallfield.
Minutes from the April 10th meeting were presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discussd the Electrical Line Burial Project.  Power is completely transferred to the new underground lines.  The city is still waiting on Mediacom to take their lines off of the poles so the poles can come down.  Material list on the final two blocks is being worked on and Legacy will be back later in the year to complete it.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss HWY 34 Watermain Project.  South of the HWY by the golf course is done.  T&R has told the city that they have EPA restrictions on their property so the city watermain will go on the south side of HWY 34 by T&R instead.  Utility easement regarding Chris Thompson’s lot was discussed.  When the waterline on S Loban was dug up it was found to be transite pipe and will need to be replaced.  The culvert under the HWY 34 near S Perry was discussed and the price was too high and not recommended by the engineer to be done at this time.

City Police was discussed.  Josh Stolenteberg had approached the city about doing part-time police work for the city.  He had looked into supplies he could get donated for him to police the city.  The city does not currently have a police budget this year.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed. Van Duyn emailed the council about the ticket/warning and fining trespassers. Uhing talked with Sheriff Wellman and was told to contact States Attorney Paul Lewis.  Lead cleanup was talked about and the city is working on getting quotes for the cleanup.  City will work on talking with local gun enthusiasts and working on plans and possible grants.  Memberships and day passes were discussed.  Rebuilding the brim was also discussed.  
David Voelker left at this time.
Financials for April were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to approve the bills as presented in addition to payments to Heartland, East River Electric, and WAPA when the invoices come in.  Motion carried.
