The minutes from the October 14th meeting meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Financials for October were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Ordinance #364-19, Golf Cart Ordinance was read for the second time.  City Attorney Jay Leibel looked over the ordinance and approved the final draft.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to approve Ordinance #364-19 as presented.  Uhing, Schroeder, Preheim, Clark and Broghammer voted “Yay”, Smallfield voted “Nay”. Motion carried.  

Shane Waterman from Clark Engineer was present to discuss various city projects.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Winterizing of the project was discussed.  The plan includeds minimal subgrade and base work for access along Summit Ave, providing power to Lot 1, Block 3, grading to manage water runoff from the project site, and erosion/sediment control for the winter months.  Extra rock base material will be acquired to stabilize small areas if needed.
· The city had hired SD Rural Water Association to televise the sanitary sewer mains from the project.  One joint in the sanitary sewer had separated because it was not correctly installed.  This created a small gap between the pipes and some rock bedding material fell into the pipe.  The contractor was notified and the pipe joint was repaired.  
Drainage Study
· Waterman presented findings from the drainage study to the council in order to have them get a scope of the work that should be done in the future.  The review showed the issues with the drainage systems.  Some segments of the ditches have been filled in, other have not be graded or cleared for some time and the culverts under driveways and road crossing appear to be partially filled with sediment.  Over time there have been several segments of storm sewer installed with limited success.  Many of the pipers are under sized.  Another issue is a lack of grade through the main core of the community.
· Clark Engineering evaluated and prioritized the top areas needing to be addressed and Waterman presented these to the council.  The council asked Waterman on what can done to address these issues.  Other issues discussed included detention ponds and drainage easements.
· Clark Engineering intends present the complete study to the city council at the January 2020 council meeting.
The Bar Lease was discussed.  Bid notices were published in the newspaper with bids due Tuesday November 26th at 2:30 pm.  Bids will be opened at that time and the bids will be reviewed at the December 9th council meeting.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Nuisance properties were discussed.  The trailer at 209 SE 1st street was discussed.  Abandoned vehicles were also discussed.  Councilman Smallfield had contacted a second towing service since Steve’s Tire Service has not be able to tow any of the abandoned vehicles.  Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Schroeder to approve Roman’s Auto out of Dells Rapids to perform the towing of vehicles when needed.  Motion carried.
The 2019 audit report was discussed.  The city is awaiting approval from the DLA for approval of the audit report.  It was noted that the “due from” and “due to” amount that cannot be paid back need to be reclassified as transfers.  This was done when the city did their Water and Sewer Replacement Projects.  Based on this, the auditor recommended the city reclassify these transactions as transfers.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to approve the reclassification of the “due from” and “due to” accounts in the water, electric and sewer funds to transfers per the auditor’s recommendation letter.  Motion carried.
Liquor license renewals for Greg’s Place and Sunrise Ridge Golf Course were presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the licenses as presented.  Motion carried.
There were no community comments.

· The set up for hooking up a generator for the community center and city hall in case of disaster emergencies was completed
· Broken skylights at the golf cart shed were changed out
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to go into executive session at 7:35 pm for employee reviews.  Motion carried.
Regular session resumed at 8:39 pm.  No action was taken at this time.
Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to adjourn at 8:40 pm.  Motion carried.
