City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn on November 13th, 2017 at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Brad Schroeder, Roger Broghammer, Mike Preheim, and Mike Uhing.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Justin Peterson from Clark Engineering, Les Hildebrandt, Troy Smallfield, Andy Groos, Shirley Miller, Moody County Sheriff Troy Wellman, and Moody County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch.
The minutes from the October 9th council meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried. 
Justin Peterson from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  The three things to do are a final change order, the final pay application from Prunty Construction, and payments for crop damage.  The final change order puts the final project at $829,008.23.  Landowners for crop damage include Jim & Helen McGuire ($154.15) and Chris Heinricy ($195.00).  Peterson will send out the letters to the landowners with the city reimbursing them.  The ending funding overage was $46,158.86.  Options to address the overage include using general fund monies, applying for more funding from SD DENR or finding another funding source from a local bank.  
Change Order #3 and final of the HWY 34 Watermain Project was presented to the council.  The change order is for gravel surfacing and mobilization costs.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Change Order #3 as presented.  Motion carried. 
Payment Request #5 and final from Prunty Construction for the HWY 34 Watermain Project in the amount of $124,113.90 was reviewed.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Payment Request #5 as presented.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to have Ted Haeder from First District to apply for additional funding from SD DENR to cover the overage from the project.  Motion carried.
Flow out to the sewer lagoons needs to be checked and find out why the city is still discharging as much as it is.  Peterson says monitoring will be done this winter and spring to pinpoint the problem.
Andy Groos and Shirley Miller were present as members of a War Memorial Committee that looks to add a war memorial in the city.  The current spot they are looking at is south of the Lutheran Church, but this is not final.  Exact plans including location and size are in the preliminary stages.  The committee would like the city to provide utilities to the memorial.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  The range was cleaned up for lead.  The city wants to apply for grant monies to go towards the range.  Councilmen Schroeder and Elhoff will look into possible grant monies.
Sheriff Troy Wellman and Moody County Commission Assistant Marty Skroch were present to talk about county police hours.  Wellman said the county will look to schedule part time officers to be in the city before and after school and having more consistent patrols. 
Financials for October were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
There was discussion on Clark Engineering and potentially looking into other engineering firms for future projects.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Elhoff and seconded by Uhing to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
