City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn on October 14, 2019 at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Troy Smallfield, Brad Schroeder, Mike Preheim, Mike Uhing, Roger Broghammer and Mitch Clark.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman from Clark Engineering, Bernie Lex, Greg Van Meveren and Mike Christiansen.
The minutes from the September 9th regular meeting and the September 26th special meeting were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Shane Waterman from Clark Engineer was present to discuss various city projects.
Hillcrest Industrial Park Project
· Progress Payment Application #2 to Premier Contracting for $163,410.58 was presented to the council.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve Progress Payment Application #2 as presented.  Motion carried.
· Clark Engineering is working Premier Contracting to establish a plan for winterizing the project.  The plan will include minimal subgrade and base work for access along Summit Avenue, providing power to Lot 1, Block 3, grading to manage water runoff from the project site, and erosion/sediment control for the winter months.  There will be extra rock bas material for use along Summit Avenue through the winter/spring to stabilize small areas if needed.  The work should be completed by the end of October.

· The SD DENR recommended an extension request to January 31, 2020.  The city is awaiting confirmation of the extension request.
· Clark Engineering intends to complete the study and present it to the city council at the November 11th, 2019 council meeting. 
Financials for September were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Smallfield to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Ordinance #367-19, Electric Rates Ordinance was read for the second time.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve Ordinance #367-19 as presented.  Motion carried.
The Bar Lease was discussed.  The current lease agreement with Greg Van Meveren will come due on January 15th, 2020.  The council discusses options.  The city plans on going out for bids under the same terms as the original agreement.  Bid advertising will begin soon with the plan to open and award the winning bid in December.  The new lease agreement would begin on January 16th, 2020.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to go out for bids on the lease for the bar.  Motion carried.
Mike Christensen was present to discuss the garage he has on his property.  Christiansen has yet to turn in the paperwork for the building permit.  Christensen said he is working on what exactly he wants to do with the building.  Council tells Christensen not to do any work on the building until he has a permit application submitted to the city and will have to be approved.
Nuisance properties were discussed.  The trailer at 209 SE 1st street was discussed.  The utilities have been off since August 1st and have not been maintained.  Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Smallfield to declare the property a public nuisance.  Motion carried.
