The minutes from the September 14, 2015 meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve the minutes with no changes.  Motion carried.

There was mention that portions of steel for the water tower have been delivered and may begin to go up shortly.  The project is ahead of schedule
Public hearing at next regular meeting on November 9, 2015 to discuss future city projects: Sewer/Water Phase II, Water Tower Phase III/Drainage/Storm Shelter Projects.
Executive session moved to later when City Attorney Jay Leibel arrives.
Financials for September were presented. A motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Voelker to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.  
Bills were presented.  Discussion that the bill from Tim’s Repair for $115.95 for repair of fire department siren  should be sent to the fire department. The Moody Count HWY Dept chip sealing bill for $6,604.70 was discussed.  It was more than $2,000 higher than the bid.  Grant was called. The verbal bid had been miscalculated and didn’t include the oil that was need plus the price of oil had gone up.  The following bills were also discussed: Fuller Paving bill and Clark Engineering bill.  It was felt that Clark Engineering made a bad decision on the original drain and it had to be removed and redone.  Will be discussed with Dave Burwitz next month.  
A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills with the exclusion of Tim’s Repair bill for fire department siren repair.  Motion carried.
