City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 5:30 pm on October 8th, 2018 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Mike Uhing, Mike Preheim, Mitch Clark, Brad Schroeder.  Roger Broghammer came at a later time.  Also present: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Shane Waterman and Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering, Bob Landis from Colman Economic Development Corporation, Chris Graff from PSE, Chad Williams, Emmett Keyser, Pat Clatbuck and Jeremey Rockwood from SD Game Fish and Parks, Troy Smallfield, and Curt Ross. 
Minutes from September 10th were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Resolution #353-18, South Dakota Local Infrastructure Improvement Program Resolution, was read for the first time.  The resolution approves the SD LIIP Grant application.  The grant will go towards infrastructure for the Hillcrest Industrial Park.  Total amount of the grant shall not exceed $454,978 or 50% of the total project costs.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to approve Resolution #353-18 as presented.  Motion carried.

Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the electrical line burial project on NE 3rd Street between N Allen Ave and N Main Ave.  Material for the project has arrived and waiting on whether to cooperate to start the project.  Graff will also be talking with Mediacom regarding their lines on the poles.

Financials for September were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Preheim to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.

Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Clark to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Burying debris in town was discussed.  The city ordinances say the following: 
When no replacement structure is to be moved in or constructed, the applicant shall agree to restore the lot to a buildable condition.  This may include but is not limited to concrete basement removal, collapsing of the basement walls, earthwork, landscaping, and /or reseeding.
Councilperson Roger Broghammer arrived at this time. 
Bob Landis from the Colman Economic Development board was present to discuss the new development.  Ribbon cutting ceremony for the Hillcrest Industrial Park took place on Monday, October 1st.  There have been enquires from business moving to the development.  Project for infastructe including 1000 feet of road, water, sewer and electrical services was discussed.  Project won’t start until the spring of 2019.  City officials met with Dean Gulbranson from the Colman Building Center regarding elevations for the curb along his lot. Shane Waterman and Todd Schlunsen from Clark Engineering talked about the cost estimates and will see if additional services will be added on to the project.  Shaun Lebert will be leaving the CEDC board.
Opening of Bids on Farmland took place at 6:00 pm.  City received one bid from Marvin Voelker for $260 per acre.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to accept Voelker’s bid on the farmland on a two year lease.  Motion carried.  Voelker will be informed on if there are any acres taking the farmland for the Hillcrest Industrial Park infrastructure project.

Biggest issues with the land are security and safety.  The Game Fish and Parks grant programs are only for improvements for trap houses and archery ranges and doesn’t apply towards security or a clubhouse.  The lead has been mined out of the gun range last year.  There are talks of Game Fish and Parks working to help reopen the range and they will be in contact with city officials.
