City of Colman Council Meeting							September 11, 2017
City of Colman Council Meeting was called to order by Council Vice President Ben Elhoff on September 11, 2017 at 5:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Russ May, Ben Elhoff, and Roge Broghammer.  Mike Uhing was absent.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, Public Works Supervisor Grant Groos and Golf Supervisor Mike Solum.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Justin Peterson from Clark Engineering, Chris Graff from PSE, Nate Olson, Les Hildebrandt, Mike Preheim, Troy Smallfield, Doug Bowen and Kelsey Bowen.
Minutes from the August 14th council meeting and the August 22nd special meeting were presented.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Mayor Gloria Van Duyn arrived at this time.
Justin Peterson from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the HWY 34 Watermain Project.  Prunty Construction is wrapping up punch list items and will be done by the contracted project end date of September 30th.  A meeting was a held with Prunty Construction to go over final quantities.  Prunty seeding at the golf course was discussed.
The council has a moment of silence for the victims of September 11, 2001.
Motion to go into executive session for employee reviews at 5:14 pm was made by Elhoff and seconded by Schroeder.
Regular session resumed at 5:45 pm.
Motion was made by Broghammer and seconded by Schroeder to appoint Mike Preheim to the empty council seat in Ward II until the next election.  Motion carried.
Chris Graff from PSE was present to discuss the electrical line burial project.  Contractors are putting cable in the two alleys they are working on.  Some concrete will need to be cut out to get to some houses and will be replaced.  Graff said that the pricing on doing the two alleys will probably come in less that estimated.  Closing out the FEMA portion of the project was discussed.  Moving forward with filing another FEMA application was also discussed.  Graff has been working with Ted Haeder from First District on the application, which is due in October.  City should know by the end of November if they will be awarded the grant.
Nuisance properties were discussed.  Nate Olson was present to discuss his property at 221 S Main.  Olson has taken care of the grass and the vehicles that the city requested.  The property is now in compliance with the city’s ordinances and is no longer considered a nuisance property.  Council also discussed Mike Christiansen’s property at 305  N Main, where he has hauled in a garage/shed.  The city will send Christiansen a letter that he needs to apply for a building permit and also pay the $100 moving fee for moving a building on streets within city limits.
Colman Shooting Range was discussed.  Still waiting on when the lead cleanup will take place, hopefully in the next few weeks.  The city does not plan on reopening the range this year.
Financials for August were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the August financials as presented.  Motion carried. 
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Elhoff to approve the bills excluding Clark Engineering’s invoice of #3,977.32.  Motion carried.

Ordinance #348-17, 2018 Budget Appropriations, was read for the second time. Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by May to approve Ordinance #348-17 as presented.

The 2016 Audit Report was presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the 2016 Audit Report  and implement suggestions made by the auditor.

Resolution #349-17, Appointment of Applicant Agent for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, was read.  The resolution appoints the Finance Officer to sign documents for the application.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to approve the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.

The SD DOT has invited the city to participate in a regions wide pave road signing project.  The project is to replace all old street signs.  All roads in the city will be covered.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to sign the agreement from the SD DOT.  Motion carried.

Grant Groos has electrical poles taken down from the electrical burial project to surplus.  There are around 20 to 25 poles of various sizes from 40 feet to 10 feet long.  Council wants to hold off on putting the poles on surplus for possible use in other projects at the golf course and at the shooting range.

Police hours were discussed.  The council was asked by Sheriff Troy Wellman to come up with hours they would like police presence in the city.  Council will present hours to Sheriff Wellman by October.

Bills are correct on the account on the city’s software and in the body of the email message.  The problem is being looked at.
