Hillcrest Industrial Park Update
· Construction Schedule Discussion – Waterman has discussed the schedule for completing the seeding work on the project. The Contractor indicated the work will be scheduled for completion in the next two weeks (week ending October 2) weather permitting. Upon completion of the seeding work Clark Engineering will confirm all of the final quantities with the Contractor and their Subcontractors and prepare the final project documents for Council consideration. This will likely be the November council meeting.

Sunrise 2nd Addition Proposal
· Clark Engineering is in the process of revising some layouts and will schedule a review meeting fordiscussion with the Colman EDC and City Staff within the next month.

Industrial Park Lot 2 Block 3 Plat
· Clark will set the remaining property pins once the farmer has completed harvest and fall tillage work.

Sanitary Sewer I/I Study
· Nothing new to report at this time. An update letter to the DENR will be prepared and submitted for the fourth quarter report.

Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Smallfield to award the Farmland Lease to Marvin Voelker for $225/acre ($22,695 total) for one year with a one year option.  Motion carried.

Ordinance #375-20, the 2021 Budget Appropriations Ordinance, was read for the second time.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Smallfield to approve Oridnance #375-20 as presented.  Motion carried.

Special maintenance fee for public improvements was discussed.  Discussion was held on how the fee would be calculated.  Front footage would be $1.00 per foot with a maximum of $125 a year.  Madison does this and renews it every year. This fee would go towards street improvements and is a cheaper option than the Opt Out.   City will hold a hearing on Monday September 28th at 6:00 pm to discuss this further.
Ordinance #377-20, Electric Rates Ordinance was read for the first time.  Increase is 1%.  Also discussed were charges for electric hookup.
Ordinance #378-20, Water Rates Ordinance was read for the first time.  Increase is 1%.  Also discussed was adding a hookup fee for water.
Ordinance #379-20, Sewer Rates Ordinance was read for the first time.  Increase is 2% every year for the next three years to help with increased costs, the I/I study, and future lagoon repairs.
There were no community comments.
Employee Reports
· Water meters at Chad Koopsma’s property in the Hillcrest Park
· Net for the swimming pool.  Quotes were obtained and cost for the net was around $8000 with another quote being around $25,000.  Discussion was to use the wood posts that are stored at the gun range.  Talks on getting it done in this year’s budget.  Will be discussed more at the next meeting.
Committee Reports
· Duke Ellens preparing for more sheds without a building permit.  City will look into this further
· Bank reconciliation was good
· Councilman talked with Tim Gullickson and Jay Groos on wanting to add on a garage on the east building at 101 SE 3rd Street.  The property lines were discussed as some of it would be on city property.  City property would need to be willed to the Colman Economic Corporation in order to sell it.  The property is also currently zoned HWY commercial and would require a zoning change application as well as a variance application due to issues regarding a fire hydrant.  The process could take a couple of months to get it surveyed.  It was suggested that they should submit a re-zoning application.
· The lumberyard’s portion of the new street was discussed.  Finance Officer Michael Hauglid is working with Shane Waterman at Clark Engineering to a get a drawdown and the cost to invoice Colman Building Center for their portion.
· Pump at the golf course
· Mark Tuttle was notified that his dog has been declared vicious are several incidents.  If another incident occurs the dog catcher will come and get the dog.
· The condemnation process of the trailer at 209 SE 1st 
· Abandoned vehicles and getting onto properties to get the vehicles
· Nuisance letters that were sent out
· Getting an easement along Jim McGuire’s property to clear out the trees for the drainage way
· Greg Van Meveren wanted to thank the City for equipment and use of the street for his sale.  Everything was sold and will be gone soon.
· CEDC hired ISG to do the golf course road
· TIF Districts.  The current TIF District has $286,000 left on the loan.  The loan was for 15 years and is due in 2022.  Van Duyn talked with Toby Morris to look at reviewing the loan next year and if it will need to be redone.
· City hall will be closed temporally for the next 2 weeks
Motion was made by Smallfield and seconded by Broghammer to adjourn at 7:35 pm.  Motion carried.
