City of Colman Special Council Meeting			September 28, 2020
The City of Colman Special Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm at Colman Community Center.  Council present: Troy Smallfield, Mike Preheim, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, Mitch Clark, and Mike Uhing.  Also present for all or some of the meeting: Finance Officer Michael Hauglid, Public Works Director Grant Groos, Bernie Lex, Jim Clark, Darold Woldt and Jim Van Hecke.
Resolution #376-20 – Special Maintenance Fee was presented.  Special maintenance fee is for maintaining and repairing streets within city limits.  Front footage would be $1.00 per foot with a maximum of $125 a year.  This fee would go towards street improvements and is a cheaper option than the Opt Out.   The Resolution would need to be renewed every year.  Discussions from the council and the public included: options on the maximum amount, if there should even be a maximum, charges will be on all parcels within city limits, and what the monies would go towards.  The City of Colman is hoping this will help to get on a system of maintaining the streets, including crack filling/chip sealing all the streets over a five year rotation.  Council would review this again next year, where the Resolution may be modified.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Clark to approve Resolution #376-20 as presented.  Motion carried.
Gifting land to the Colman Economic Development Corporation was discussed.  Property owners at 101 SE 3rd have requested purposing 10 feet of extra land from the city in order to have a better driveway access.  Mayor Van Duyn discussed options with City Attorney Jay Leibel.  The city’s parcel description is not quite clear and Leibel recommends that a survey be done on both properties before going forward.  The property owners agreed they would be responsible to pay forthe survey and titles.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to go forward with the land surveys.  Motion carried.  
Other Business
· City attorney Jay Leibel will work on a drainage easement along Jim McGuire’s property at the corner of S Loban and SE 3rd Street.  The easement would allow the city to take down trees and clean out the drainage ditch in order to get a better flow of water.  Other adjacent property owners would need to sign off on such an easement.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The current TIF district was discussed and will be reviewed next year as the TIF becomes due in 2022.  Mayor Van Duyn talked with Toby Morris of Colliers Securities, LLC to help with this process and also discussed a possible future TIF.  Morris said TIFs had changed since the City of Colman had there’s done over a decade ago.  TIFs now are requiring houses to be affordable housing not exceeding $275,000 (including house and land).  Discussion on the TIF district will be done at future meetings.
Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Uhing to adjourn at 6:57 pm.  Motion carried.
