City of Colman Council Regular Meeting



     April 8, 2013

City of Colman council regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm Monday, April 8, 2013 at Colman City Hall.  Council members present: Dan Doyle, Russ May, Scott Shafer, Bob Rolfson, Bill Thompson, and Jeff Fritz.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, Maintenance Supervisor, Grant Groos, and Golf Course Supervisor, Mike Solum.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burtwitz from Clark Engineering, Jim Feeney and Peter Jarus from DENR, Moody County Sheriff Troy Wellman, Billy Stitz from the Moody County Enterprise, Troy Smallfield, Cathy Smallfield, Bev Jenner, and Greg Van Meveran.

Jim Feeney from DENR discussed the water-sewer project and the funding that was granted to the City of Colman.  The city was funded an $800,000 CWSRF loan with 62.5% principal forgiveness not to exceed $500,000 and a $1,000,000 Consolidated grant for the sewer project.  The projected or estimated sewer rate would have to increase from $38.00 to $43.20.  For the water project, DENR awarded $1.6 million DW-03 loan with 60.5% principal forgiveness not to exceed $968,000 with terms of 3% for 30 years.  The previously awarded $182,000 loan regarding the water meter replacement project was converted to 100% principal forgiveness.  The projected or estimated water rate will need to increase from $38.75 to $42.44.

Resolution 321-13, a resolution giving approval to certain drinking water facilities improvements; giving approval to the issuance and sale of a revenue bond to finance, directly or indirectly, the improvements to the facilities; approving the form of the loan agreement and the revenue bond and pledging project revenues and collateral to secure the payment of the revenue bond; and creating special funds and accounts for the administration of funds for operation of the system and retirement of the revenue bond and providing for a segregated special charge or surcharge for the payment of the bonds, was discussed, was discussed.  Motion was made by Fritz and seconded by Rolfson to adopt Resolution 321-13.  Motion carried. 

Resolution 322-13, a resolution giving approval to certain drinking water facilities improvements; giving approval to the issuance and sale of a revenue bond to finance, directly or indirectly, the improvements to the facilities; approving the form of the loan agreement and the revenue bond and pledging project revenues and collateral to secure the payment of the revenue bond; and creating special funds and accounts for the administration of funds for operation of the system and retirement of the revenue bond and providing for a segregated special charge or surcharge for the payment of the bonds, was discussed.  Motion was made by May and seconded by Shafer to adopt Resolution 322-13.  Motion carried.

Dave Burwitz with Clark Engineering was here to discuss the bid date for the water and sewer main replacement project.  The motion to open bids on Thursday, May 9th, 2013th at 11:00 am at Colman City Hall was made by Fritz and seconded by Doyle.  Motion carried.

Moody County Sheriff Troy Wellman discussed the county contract with the city for law enforcement services.  
The minutes from the March 11th regular meeting and the March 18th equalization meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Fritz to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

The community was allowed to comment.  Cathy Smallfield brought up the unlicensed and/or abandoned vehicles in the city.  The property at 305 N Main was also discussed.  Bev Jenner brought up replacing driveways that could be torn up during the water-sewer project this summer and the letters that were sent out regarding the project and the garbage pickup.
The financial report for March was presented.  A motion was made by Shafer and seconded by Doyle to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
The bill list for April was presented.  Motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Shafer to approve the bill list as presented.  Motion carried.
