     June 10, 2013
City of Colman council regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm Monday, June 10, 2013 at Colman City Hall at 6:00 pm.  Council members present: Jeff Fritz, Mike Uhing, Dan Doyle, and Bob Rolfson. Russ May and Bill Thompson were absent.
